Meeting called to order by President Derr at 7:30 pm.

1) Approval of 6/15/11 meeting minutes.

Motion: Roehl/Pulvermacher.  Approve minutes as written.  Carried Unanimously.

2) Update on Farmland Preservation Plan.  

Renee met with Brian Standing and went over all the DCTA comments.  Brian did not indicate that the changes requested would be an issue.  He did state that the section on “non-farm” planning was required by DATCP.  Renee and Jerry met with the Farm Bureau.  They indicated they would support the DCTA’s driveway wording changes  and also suggested adding language on allowing clustering.  (Pat Downing arrived)

The fact that Brian Standing sent the plan to DATCP for review was discussed.  Renee checked with Brian and was assured that it was for comments and not meant to be the County submission.  Renee asked for the Farmland Preservation Subcommittee to meet again to officially review the DCTA comments.

3) Update on Overweight Ordinance
Tony Varda has agreed to lead a workshop to review the draft ordinance.  The Executive Board asked that the workshop be scheduled for the Membership Meeting.  Mark asked for Jim Thiel, DOT Counsel, to review the ordinances.
4) Set date for DCTA Membership Meeting
August 17, 2011 at the Middleton Town Hall

5) Prepare Model Grievance Procedure
The budget repair bill included a provision requiring either a civil service system or employee grievance procedures.  Mark will prepare a model.  Conceal carry and town posting options is another new topic for towns.
6) CARPC Update
Motion: Downing/Schulz.  Derr to call Budget and Personnel Panel meeting and attempt to resolve budget issue and avoid arbitration.  Carried unanimously.
Motion: Schulz/Pulvermacher.  Request Legal Counsel to render written opinion that the Charter Resolution controls what entity certifies the CARPC levy and only the BPP can certify the levy.  Carried unanimously.

7) Other Business
OA 8 – Vermont and Dunn are opposed to the proposed changes

Pleasant Springs – refund has still not sent.  Jerry needs to sign bank signature forms.

Task Force – the Chapter 10 Task Force is currently reviewing communication tower siting, working on a rewrite of the AB district to “performance based” language (similar to what was done for LC-1), and looking at new proposals (Mark suggested changes to variance process).

Cottage Grove – item on proposed homesite on rustic road re-referred

Rutland Radio Tower – Rutland turned down the request.  Unlikely the ¾ or supermajority vote needed to overturn at the County Board will happen
