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Pool Rules

1. Proper ID is required to enter pool premises, children 12 years and under must be
accompanied at all times by an adult 18 years of age or older. Guests are limited to two (2)
per registered member and must be accompanied by a member at all times. Loitering is not
allowed.

No smoking, glass containers or alcohol allowed within the pool premises.

No food or drink allowed in the pool - No chewing gum in the pool area.

No running, rough housing, loud music, offensive or foul language.

No diving flipping or jumping backwards into the shallow end of the pool.

No balls, Frisbees or throwing of objects in the pool area.

No skates, skate boards or bicycles allowed in the pool area.

No pets allowed in the pool area with the exception of Seeing Eye dogs.

Proper swimwear is required, no cutoffs, denim, basketball shorts or dark clothing will be

allowed. [These can cause damage to the pool equipment.)

10. Persons with bandages, sores, or open wounds are not allowed in the pool.

11. Floatation devices in the shallow end can be limited based on the lifeguard’s discretion.

12. No inappropriate behavior.

13. In the event of inclement weather, lifeguards have the authority to close the pool and clear
the pool premises based on guidelines of the American Red Cross and the National Institute
of Lighting. ‘

14. Parents or guardians are responsible for their children and must be within arms length of
non-swimming children or children in floatation devices.

15. Lifeguards are employed for the safety of the members and their guests. They have full
authority to enforce any and all pool rules and suspend violator’s pool privileges.

16. Swimming is only allowed when a lifeguard is on duty.

17. Trespassers will be prosecuted. Violation of the pool rules can resultin your pool privileges
being revoked 1-12 weeks depending on the degree and/or severity of the offense.
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Baby Pool Rules

Lifeguards are not responsible for the children in the baby pool.

Children in the baby pool must be accompanied by an adult at all times by parent or
guardian within arm'’s reach.

Children must wear swim diapers- no disposables allowed.

Only non-swimming children under 5 years of age or younger.

No diving or headfirst entries into baby pool.

No food or drinks allowed in the baby pool.

Trespassers will be prosecuted.
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Tennis/Baskethall Court Rules

" ' 1. Tennis courts for Heritage Village residents only. Trespassers will be prosecuted.

NO bicycle, skateboards, roller-skates, roller blades, scooters, motorized vehicles, etc.

allowed on courts.

Courts are for use by members and their guests only.

Facility cards are required for access.

Guests must be accompanied by a member.

Tennis shoes only- no heeled shoes allowed.

There is a one hour limit for use of the facilities. Players must relinquish the court after one

hour when other players are waiting to play. The hour begins when the first person of your

group enters the court and is not one (1) hour per individual.

8. No glass containers are allowed on the courts or parking lot.

9. No pets allowed on the courts.

10. No food is allowed on the courts.

11. No alcoholic beverages are allowed on the courts or parking lot.

12. Guardians must keep children off of adjoining court.

13. No more than four (4) people per tennis court will be allowed.

14. Members using the court for basketball will not interfere with the play of anyone using the
adjoining court for tennis.

15. Members using the court for tennis will not interfere with the play of anyone using the
adjoining court for basketball.

16. The gate is to remain locked at all times. Do not play any object in the gate to prevent the
gate from closing properly.

17. All trash and debris will be removed from the courts and placed in a trash receptacle.

18. Anyone caught vandalizing the facilities will be prosecuted to the full extent of the law.
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Park Rules

Park use is for Heritage Village residents and their guests only

The park is closed from dusk until dawn.

Children under 8 years old must be accompanied by an adult.

Alcoholic beverages may not be consumed in the park at any time.

Glass containers are not allowed In the park.

Motorized vehicles, including golf carts, are not allowed in or around the park.

Hurling, throwing, discharging, firing, or propelhng any object other than an athletic object
is prohibited.

Please place litter in the receptacles provided.
Play equipment must be used in the manner intended and only for children up to the age of
twelve (12).
10. Law enforcement personnel have the authority to arrest trespassers of the HVHOA.
