While the truck is over 20 years old, it is newer than the current 5609 and appears to be
mechanically sound. It has both a water and foam tank on it. The latter will be beneficial for the
vehicle fires the company responds to once or twice a year off road.

It did not come with a booster reel or a winch which it will need both. Additionally, the
utility body is rusted through on the underside

Looking down the road at the short, mid, and long range, this truck will have to last, and be
reasonably functional for the next couple of years. At that time, there can be a couple of options
to explore. Whitesville should have their new engine at that time which should make 5709
available to relocate to 56. As this truck is only a couple of years new than the Bayuville truck, it
will only be a temporary fix. Within a year or two of this the payment on the 56 truck should be
freed up, followed by the payment of the 57 truck. If we take the time to reevaluate the District’s
fleet, along with its equipment, it should be possible to look at purchasing a new brush unit
around this time.
