We need to make sure children are clothed, fed, and edu-
cated. Our committees, ministries, and sports schedules 
need to stay on track. However, without a balance of 
work with rest, without contemplation in the midst of our 
action, we will miss the point. While many parts are re-
quired for our life in the world to function, the better part 
is our relationship with God. This week, make time in 
your busy schedule to sit at Jesus' feet. Maybe this is 20 
minutes with Scripture, participating in a daily Mass, or a 
quiet walk alone in the park. Receive what Christ wants 
to speak to you.
