First wave returns –538 

Period of Restoration under Ezra & Nehemiah 515-450

Temple reconstructed – ca 516/5

Golden age of Greece

Persia ends golden age by burning Acropolis—480 BC
Egypt revolts

Persia is disintegrating—Eventually defeated by Greeks
Elephantine community develops at first cataract of Nile.

Samaritan Pentateuch is developed

Mt Gerizim Temple is built – ca 340 BC

Philip of Macedon unites Greece and Macedonia (Hellas) 338

336 Alexander takes his murdered father’s throne

336 Alexander takes Asia Minor

Alexander passes Cilician Gates and defeats Persia at Issus – 333 and takes Palestine

Alexander wipes out Persians at Gaugamela 331, conquers India and dies 323 in Babylon

Empire falls apart

Struggle over Palestine

Ptolemy of Egypt takes control 301

Until Antiochus III defeats Ptolemy at Panias/Banyas/Caesarea Philippi in 198 BC
