By the end of the year, the AG Covenant Restatement documents will be available for review on the AG website  at www.andoverglen.org. This covenant restatement process is probably one of the most important projects our neighborhood has ever

undertaken, as it is the first time that we, as owners, have a chance to write into our covenants the kinds of rules we want for our neighborhood versus what the developer wrote into our original covenants over 25 years ago. They have served us well in some areas, but are very inadequate and outdated in others. It is strongly encouraged for every owner in Andover Glen to get involved in this covenant restatement process and become familiar with the Covenant restatement as soon as it is available on the web. 

A series of educational meetings will be held in early 2010, the first of which will be January 21st at 7 p.m. at Shalom Park. These meetings will offer a chance for clarification and refinement of the restated documents and to answer all questions so the community can vote on the restatements by summer of 2010.  Much of the current AG covenant wording is being maintained, both in spirit and language. The restatement is primarily focused on conforming our covenants to current state laws, to create greater clarity, and to strengthen the document for the future so as to ensure that the quality of our neighborhood is maintained. ~
