GIRLS:

BOYS:
shorts, T-shirt, shoes.  Shower prior to arrival.
If the student wears contacts or glasses they must be in/on for the vision screening or it cannot be done.

For purposes of this examination, the 3-page Physical Examination Form (FHSAA- EL2) will be the ONLY one used.  Page 1 of the form MUST be filled out and signed by a parent or guardian in order to receive the physical.  The entire packet should be completely filled out and signed by a parent or guardian prior to the screening.  
*Parents - please bring valid identification (driver’s license) for the notarized forms and proof of health insurance.

Either a comprehensive exam performed by a personal physician OR this screening will comply with the State’s requirement for high school athletic participation.
