SAINTS/FEASTS OF THE WEEK  
Sept 26-Sts. Cosmas and Damian-Twin Arab 
brothers, Sts. Cosmas and Damian were 
“unmercenary” physicians and early Christian mar-
tyrs.  Due to their well known good works and zeal 
for their faith, they were apprehended and behead-
ed during the Dioclesian Persecution. 
Sept 27-St. Vincent de Paul–Patron saint of all 
works of charity, St. Vincent de Paul was a French 
Roman Catholic Priest who dedicated his life to 
serving the poor.  He was renowned for his compas-
sion, humility and generosity. 
Sept 28-St. Wenceslaus-The patron saint of Bo-
hemia, St. Wenceslaus was a devout Christian and a 
gifted ruler and true friend of the Church.  After be-
ing overthrown by German King Heinrich I the 
Fowler, Wenceslaus was assassinated on the steps 
of the church by knights led by his brother. 
St. Lawrence Ruiz & Companions-The first 
canonized Filipino, St. Lawrence Ruiz suffered un-
speakable tortures and executed along with several 
companions in Japan .  
Sept 29-Sts. Michael, Gabriel & Raphael 
Archangels-As the only angels mentioned in 
Scripture, Michael, Gabriel and Raphael are three 
special messengers from God.   Michael is the pow-
erful prince of the heavenly host assigned to battle 
with the devil; Gabriel brings the news of the birth 
of John the Baptist to Zachariah and Elizabeth and 
news of the birth of Jesus to Mary; and Raphael is a 
healer who wiped away the blindness of Tobit.  St 
Augustine, said: "Angel is the name of their office, 
not of their nature."

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 How long have there been parochial schools in the 
United States? Longer than you may imagine. The Jes-
uit fathers opened Saint Mary School in Philadelphia 
in 1782 in the first light of independence. Catholic and 
Protestant squabbles about the nature of education 
forced the Fathers to make this risky and innovative 
venture in the heart of the city. The school was closed 
by a devastating fire in 1902, but reopened in 1968 as 
St. Mary Interparochial School, the first example of a 
shared parochial school. It is also the only Catholic 
school within the confines of a national park. This is 
the “Mother School” of this uniquely American institu-
tion. Many parochial schools, especially in “national 
parishes,” were established to preserve the culture and 
language of the “old country,” and also to protect 
young people from prejudice. 
 In other countries, Ireland for one, the Church is 
authorized to run national schools, sometimes under 
the sponsorship of a parish. In still other places, such 
as Quebec, publicly-funded “separate schools” were 
administered by the Church. Wherever the state funds 
Catholic schools, normally enrollment is guaranteed to 
all applicants. The Quebec system was dismantled in 
1998 when the state decided to reorganize schools 
along linguistic lines rather than religious affiliation. 
Parochial schools require considerable sacrifice, but 
they endure as a distinctive treasure of the Church in 
the United States.—Rev. James Field, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.
