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ne of the great sources of humor and
0 irony for the tragic in this life is the
fantasies of the lives
we imagine we are living
and the certitude we attach
to the correctness of our
choices. For me, it’s the life
of the rabbi who sacrificed
going on Aliyah to serve his
community in the United
States. Yes, I am striving to
fulfill what I understand to
be my life’s purpose, yet there is the life I left
behind.

I imagined the life of Aliyah, yet my two
years of dedicated study in Israel ended with a
firm determination to make my contribution to
the Jewish community in the United States.
Aliyah? Maybe afterwards.

Early in our marriage, when we had
only one child and he was less than two years
old, we decided to speak to him only in
Hebrew as a preparation for our “inevitable”
Aliyah. After three minutes of dumbstruck
looks for my child, we capitulated.

Please do not let me mislead you that
our enfranchising within the US Jewish
community is my only excuse. I have and have
had many excuses: Israel is too small, I feel
claustrophobic. I care too much, it'll tear me up
inside. I dislike the religious polarization. I'm
afraid to serve in the army. I'm afraid of being
injured in a terror attack. I'm afraid of the
heartbreak of living in a community full of

people who, under the wrong circumstances,
will have their collective lives ripped from
them by the horrors of war
or terrorism. Lots of
excuses. Enough excuses to
keep Aliyah at bay. Year
after year, visit after visit to
Israel, excuse after excuse I
managed to shut out the
small still voice that calls
me even still to Aliyah.
Perhaps it’s better, and it
certainly is easier, not to look back, but I can
only take so many trips to Israel as a tourist
before memory and ideals intrude.

I try to visit Israel every year; somehow
my trip this year was different. The same
itinerary (Yeshiva Week vacation, Jerusalem
apartment near the shuk, day trip to the Dead
Sea), but a profoundly different experience. I'm
sure that the feeling that America is less secure
now was a minor factor, but what transformed
the experience for me was having read #Israeli
Judaism, Portrait of a Cultural Revolution, by
Shmuel Rosner and Camil Fuchs, a new and
careful study of the currents of significant
transformation of Jewish life in Israel. I admit
with shame that I have in the past relied on
simplistic religious stereotypes to help distance
me from my brothers and sisters in Israel.
Rosner and Fuchs et al clearly demonstrate that
Israeli Jewish life is far more diverse, far more
Jewishly committed and far more dynamic

Change is difficult but without evolution
we remain stagnant.

Jewish Center." OK, we did. Monsey Jewish
Center ceased to exist more than ten years ago.

I want to take this opportunity to thank
Sara Coppens, our program director, Rabbi
Weinbach, Paulette Frankel, Peggy, Jen, Edwin
and Chanel for a most successful weekend
program that just occurred with the visit of the
Yale Choir Magevet. From all reports this was a
most successful and joyous weekend. Part of
what made it successful was that it was done
differently. Rather than just bringing in food
from either Evergreen or Wesley Kosher we had
a professional caterer provide the repast and a
high quality program. This event has now set
the standard for what we need to do in the
future. As I mentioned at the most recent board
meeting, we learned a valuable lesson that
sometimes quality over quantity offers the better
path. We intend to offer more highly focused
Friday night dinners going forward in the hope
that we can repeat the success of this recent
event. At the time of this writing, Sara and Rabbi
Weinbach are hard at work in planning a
Scholar in Residence Program that will have a
full weekend of activity, Friday night and
Saturday on the same magnitude with a dinner
and hearty kiddush with a guest lecturer.

What bothers me about visiting places like
Prague is that for the Jewish community, it is a
museum piece. Lovely to visit but there is
a certain chill in the air and I don't mean
temperature. The Jewish quarter is certainly one
of the most visited areas of Prague but it doesn't
have a feeling of vibrant Jewish life, in fact it has
a certain sterile feel.

Responsibility

Warning; This article contains unrestricted political
commentary. Reader’s discretion is advised.

... Purim. What a great time of year. This is
the time when we read the Megillah, eat, drink,
ess in costumes and generally have a good
time. For one day, the Jewish people have a morale
boost. Especially nowadays, that is a welcome thing.

I often think about how our ways are different
from those of society around us. Whenever we
celebrate, we always have to take a step back and
remember those of us who are less fortunate. On
Purim, we have the traditional Mishloach Manot (by the
way; if you haven't gotten your order in, don't wait.
Maybe you still can by the time this is published) in
which we give gifts of food to one another. Ever
wonder why we do that? The Talmud tells us that the
reason we give these gifts is to ensure that everyone
has food to celebrate a festive meal.

How about Matanot La’Evyonim (gifts to the
poor)? That's also a special Mitzoah for Purim. It too
was instituted to ensure that even the poorest among
us would have the financial wherewithal to celebrate
the holiday properly.

What I find so fantastic here is that these are
Mitzvot. They're not optional. We cannot fulfill our
obligation to celebrate Purim unless we do our part to
ensure that others can celebrate too.

Judaism is very community centered. As Jews,
we believe that “Kol Yisrael Areivim Zeh Bazeh”, All
Jews are guarantors for one another. We bear a respon-
sibility to each other. When one of us is in pain, it is
our sacred duty to try and help ease their pain. Caring
for one another is a central tenet of our faith.

On the other hand, so is personal responsibility.
The Mishna in tractate Pe’ah discusses the rules
regarding when someone is allowed to avail them-
selves of public assistance. For example, if one has a
certain amount of funds, they are not allowed to take
assistance from the Kupa (a community run fund
which held funds for the poor.) The last Mishnah in the
tractate states as follows: “Anyone who needs to take
and does not take, will not die of old age until he
supports others with his own money.” In other words,
it is greater for someone to not rely on public

>he Sevoll...4 |assistance but to take charge of their

life and lift themselves up
through hard work. Of
course, the commentaries are
quick to qualify this. Rav O

Ovadia M’Bartenura, who (@)

wrote a famous commentary on the Mishnah, explains
that it is not the intent of the Mishnah to advocate that
people live in abject, terrible, killing, poverty rather
than accept help. The implication is that it is better to
accept help than risk personal harm but to work hard
and to stop taking assistance as soon as possible.

At the core of Judaism lies our personal
relationships with Hashem and with each other. We
believe that our prayers, for example, go straight to
G-d without any intermediate assistance. We do not
confess to a priest, we confess directly to G-d himself.
We do not rely on angels to carry our prayers, G-d
himself hears our prayers directly from us. As King
David said in Psalms (130:2): “Hashem, listen to my cry;
let Your ears be attentive to my plea for mercy.” King
David calls directly to G-d for help. In fact, if you look
throughout the Tanakh, I cannot think of a single time
when any leader of Israel prayed through any
intermediary; all prayers were aimed directly at G-d.

On the same token, we have a communal
responsibility to each other. When people need help, it
is up to you and me, not some faceless government or
organization, to provide that help. Yes, there are
organizations that collect for the poor and they do so
because their collective fundraising can help more peo-
ple than you or I can individually. However, they are
no more than our agents and, as the Talmud teaches us
in many places, “a person’s agent is like himself.”
These organizations do not have the power to force us
to give and we have the choice of which organization
we feel will best serve our interests. That is why so
many people will give their Matanot LaEvyonim to their
Rabbi to distribute inasmuch as they trust their Rabbi
to choose people truly in need and thus ensure that
their hard earned Tzedaka money is being properly
used.

I think that this is a very important lesson of
Purim. It is a strong reminder that we have endured as
a people not because we relied on a faceless
organization or government but because we relied on
each other. Time and time again governments and

politicians have failed us. Governments have passed
anti-Jewish laws, sponsored pogroms and built
concentration camps. We have survived despite their
best efforts because we had G-d and we hadeach other.

I have no interest in espousing a political
philosophy here. This is not the place for it. But I do
believe that placing our trust in politicians and
governments would be a gross error because a friendly
government today may not be so friendly tomorrow.
That is a lesson of our history. We live in an age when
candidates for president openly align themselves with
virulent anti-Semites and then try to convince us that
they have our best interests at heart. I am sorry. I will
not buy it. If you align yourself with those who hate
us, I will not count you among my friends. Period, end
of story.

This Purim, let’s take time out to remind
ourselves what is important, upon whom we can truly
rely and where our responsibility actually lies.

Oh, and don't forget to have a great time this
Purim. Take a day and celebrate. Enjoy a morale
booster shot and revel in Hashem’s kindness for having
saved us not only in the days of Mordechai and Esther
but on countless other occasions. Spend time with
your friends, family and community. Join us at Shaarei
Israel for Megillah reading (and don't forget the kids
and grandkids). Make it a special day and build
memories. That's a Mitzvah too.

Postscript: Unfortunately, there are many in the
Jewish community who believe that it is a Mitzvah to
get drunk on Purim. The origins of this, and the
reasons why I believe that they are dangerously
wrong, are beyond the scope of these pages. However,
if you are going to drink, please do so responsibly.
Most importantly, be careful on the roads. Not every-
one uses common sense when it comes to alcohol. Be
safe out there.

And so I reflect on choices made and
choices as yet not confronted. I am older and
perhaps wiser now, and I have found that the
secret to maturing through middle-age is
accepting that everything has trade-offs.

Aliyah would be good, but oh the trade-
offs! Living in America provides the comfort of a
familiar cultural milieu; a clear career path that
makes life financially easier (until you have to
pay Day School tuition); only one out of four
kids in the army; not suffering with the religious
factionalism that breaks my heart; less concerns
about terrorism (remember just a short while
ago when there was no concern, in America and
for American Jews); less tragedy; less politics.

But what did I trade away? I found my
answers while shopping at a supermarket in
Gush Etzion. There I looked upon my
contemporaries from America who had chosen
the life I avoided. There was a woman in her
fifties who I imagined has made a rich Jewish
life for herself. She reminded me of my cousin
Robin, among the first of my extended family to
commit to Israel. I imagined that for all the
struggles, and the children in the army, and the
uncertainty about the future shape of Israel, hers
was a life less concerned with assimilation,
intermarriage and the dilution of Judaism.

There was a man my age in uniform and
with a gun. I imagined what scars he might
carry from war or occupation, but that his life
had the security of defending one’s home and
ideals and the strength that comes from a
posture of readiness for conflict.

And there were two new mothers, clad in
comfortable pants, shopping together and
supporting each other. In a community in which
nationalism and commitment to halachah runs
high, these women (and the Arab vendors I met
as well) seemed at ease, as if the dream of a
tolerant and diverse Israel were really possible.

Ah, but what of my children. Three out of
my four children live close enough within the
greater New York area. They were raised, as I
was, with an ever-fading commitment to aliyah.
My sister got her Aliyah-centric name in the late

fifties; 15 years later, and even after a bar
mitzvah in Israel, the dream of living in Israel
had quietly faded. My own children experienced
much the same. People tell you all the time how
wonderful it is that their kids went to live in
Israel. That is not my experience (nor, with a bit
of prodding, anyone else’s). Having a child
living across the sea is saddening, no matter
how much WhatsApp and telephone may help.
Moving to Israel would triple that problem.

As our People left Egypt, the Torah
describes them as “chamushim”, armed. There is
a midrash quoted by Rashi that translates the
word instead as one-fifth (think Chumash, the
Five Books of Moses). Accordingly, we are asked
to consider that one-fifth went up from Egypt
while a full four-fifths remained. Perhaps I am
one of the four fifths, staying behind instead of
becoming part of the future of Judaism as
expressed more fully in Israel. Perhaps I have
chosen the comfort of the familiar and the
security of family. Perhaps I have decided that it
is better to be a slave to security rather than face
the dangerous road of freedom. Or perhaps I
have made the right choices, to serve this
wonderful congregation and my community in
the United States, and to keep my family as
close as possible. I cannot know, but I also
cannot continue to go to Israel and make believe
that my choice to pass on Aliyah was certainly
correct. I dare say none of us should be so
foolish as to be certain of the righteousness of
our choices. N
