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The Way of Joshua

As men and women of God we are often faced with greal challenges, Such challenges may be personal, corporate, or
familial. Regardless of the nature of these challenges in life, as men and women of God, the way we handle, or react o
such, has greater bearing than simply the realm of our own individual lives, Joshua the son of Nun, was nol yet 20 years
old when the Israalites madae their Exodus out of Egypt. It was only 2 years later when Moses sent out 12 spies to give a
report on the promised Land. Of the 12, ten returned fearful with negative with doubltful reports, "There are giants in the
land we will be destroyed and defeated” the 10 said, It was Joshua and his eompanion Caleb who returned saying, "itis a
land rich with milk and honey, with grapes the size of a man's fist. We are well able to take the land.” Thirty-nine years
later after the death of Moses, Joshua led the Israelites over the Jordan River and into the promised Land, a task Moses
himself could not fulfill. Stll a relatively yvoung man of 80 years old, in consideration of the fact that Moses lived to be 120
years old, and Joshua himself lived (o be 110 years old. How is it then that this young man was able to fulfill such a great
and noble task? There anz lessons o be learmed through the life of Joshua, | would like 1o look more cdosely at “The Way
of Joshua'.

Let's read together, Dewuteronomy 34:1-12, Ready? “Then Moses went up from the plains of Moab to Mount Nebo, to
the top of Pisgah, which is across from Jericho. And the Lord showed him all the land of Gilead as far as Dan, all
Naphtali and the land of Ephraim and Manasseh, all the land of Judah as far as the Western Sea, the South, and
the plain of the Valley of Jericho, the city of palm trees, as far as Zoar. Then the Lord said to him, 'This is the land
of which I swore to give Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, saying, I will ghve it to your descendanis. | have caused you
to see it with your eyes, but you shall not cross over there.” 50 Moses the servant of the Lord died there in the
fand of Moab, according to the word of the Lord, And He burted him in a valley in the land of Moab, opposite Beth
Fear; bul no one knows his grave to this day. Moses was one hundred and twenly years old when he died. His
eyes wera nof dim nor s natural vigor diminished, And the children of Israel wept for Moses in the plains of
Moab thiny days. 5o the days of weeping and mourning for Moses ended. Now Joshua the son of Nun was full of
the spirit of wisdom, for Moses had laid his hands on him; so the children of Israel heeded him, and did as the
Lord had commanded Moses. Bul since then there has not arisen in Israel a prophet ike Moses, whorn the Lord
knew face to face, in all the signs and wonders which the Lord sent him to do in the land of Egypt, before
Pharaoh, befora all his servants, and in all his land, and by all that mighty power and all the great terror which
Moses perfarmed in the sight of all Israel,”

Why Joshua? Exodus Chapter 24 records Moses' journey up Mount Sinai, Aaron and Hur remained but Moses look
Joshua at least part way up the mountain. | can imaging that conversation went something like this; "Aaron and Hur, you
guys stay right here.” Then Moses said, turming (o the people; "If you have any problems get with Aaron and Hur, Joshua
get your stufl you'ne coming with me.,” And no doubt in my mind Joshua obeyed without asking questions, Therein lies the
first key, cbedience. Remember that word obedience! Let's Iook al some more Scriplure.

Mow lel’s lock al Exodos 33:7-7T1, “Moses fook his tent and pitched it outside the camp, far from the camp, and
called il the tabernacle of meeling. And it came (o pass that evaryone who sought the Lord wani out to the taber-
nacle of meeting which was owtside the camp. 50 it was, whenever Moses went out to the fabaernacle, that all the
people rose, and each man stood at his tent door and watched Moses until he had gone into the tabernacle. And
il came to pass, when Moses entered the tabernacle, that the pillar of cloud descended and stood at the door of
the tabernacle, and the Lord talked with Moses. AN the people saw the pillar of cloud standing at the tabernacle
door, and alf the people rose and worshiped, each man in his tent door. 50 the Lord spoke to Moses face to face,
as a man speaks to his friend. And he would return (o the camp, but his servant Joshua the son of Nun, a young
ran, did not depart from the tabernacle.”

Your relationship with your pastor and the leaders that God
has placed in your Iife is vital 1o your growth, The Bible teaches us that promotion comes from the Lord, So, 1o have rever-
ence, to respect, and submit to headship is to honor the Lord, The Scripture says, in Luke 76:70, 1T e 5= ki 45
L el (2 IS el B (OO Frol cner (e ot (B g Most great men of God started by cleaning the bath-
rooms and setting up the chairs in the church, Many of them still do these things regardless of their position, So, your rela-
tionship to headship and even how you handle rebuke has greal bearing on the depth of which the Lord is able to use you
and is a vital element in you remaining humble and teachable.

Joshua succeeds Moses, Joshua obviously spent a kot of ime with Moses, And it appears as if he was closer (o Moses
than anyone else. They lefl him behind in the tent of meeting after Moses himsell retumed to the camp, thal alone says a
great deal about their relationship, You can't just give everybody or anybody the key to the church, It may Seem you are
just cleaning canpels or timming the shiubs at the church. You might think it's a simple Saturday aflermoon barbecue or
church picnic. I'd ventura to say, the time most men spend with their pastor they are being groomed and discipled for the
ministry.
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The Lords first instructions o Joshua, So, Moses has passed away, and Joshua has now been tasked with the greatest
challenge of his life. He has been charged with the task of carrying the |sraclites, after 40 years in the wilderness, over the
Jordan River and into the promised Land, A lask Moses himself could net achieve. The Book of Joshua documents the
life and ministry of Joshua, the son of Nun, Let's begin in Chapter 7 and look closely at the first instructions that the Lord
gives Joshua.

Lets look at Joshua 1:7-8, “After the death of Moses the servant of the Lord, It came 1o pass that the Lord spoke
to Joshua the son of Non, Moses' assistant, saying: ‘Moses My servant is dead. Now therefore, arise, go over this
Jordan, you and all this people, to the land which I am giving to them—ithe children of Israel. Every place that the
sole of your foot will tread upon | have given you, as | said to Mases. From the wilderness and this Lebanon as
far as the great river, the River Euphrates, all the land of the Hittites, and to the Great Sea loward the going down
of the sun, shall be your territory. No man shall be able fo stand before you all the days of your life; as | was with
Moses, solwill be with yvou. | will not feave you nor forsake you. Be strong and of good courage, for to this
people you shall divide as an inheritance the land which I swore to their fathers to give them. Cnly be strong and
very courageous, that you may observe to do according to all the law which Moses My servant commanded you;

This Book of the Law
shall not depart from your mouth, but you shall meditate in it day and night, that you may observe (0 do accord-
fng o alf that is written In ff.

Have I not commanded you? Be strong and of good courage; do not be afraid, nor be dismayed, for the Lord your
God is with you wherever you go.'™

God! Outside of that all our religious intentions are nothing but cha chal Seek, hear, and obey, are the simple recipes for
SUCCESS in your Christian walk,

tance. One man said this courage is not the absence of fear but the congquenng of fear! If we put our faith in the lien of the
tribe of Judah we do not have to rely en our own abilities or fear because of our limitations. The Scripture says, in
FProverbs 28:1, "The wicked flea when no man pursues him but the righteous is bold is a Non. " What did Joshua
have to be afraid of ? Well after he crossed over the Jordan River there were still 31 Kings, their cities, and their leritories
that he must drive out and conguer in the land, Then thereafter he was tasked with dividing the land according 1o the
tribes and the families of the rbes. Joshua had a o on his plate, bul the Lord promised Joshua just as he has promised
you and | that 1 will never leave you or forsake you and | will go with you wherever you go.”

There's also such a thing as possessing Him, but not being possessed by Him, that's the reason for Paul's prayer in
Ephesians 3:17-13, "That Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith; that you, being rooted and grounded in
love, may be able to comprehend with all the saints what is the width and length and depth and height - to know
the love of Christ which passes knowledge; that you may be filfed with all the fullness of God."” Aworldly church
may seem rich and strong because it's esteemed by the world, but its salt savor is lacking. Spintual objects are overly
sought thus, the mysteny of the Cross is obscured.

We are warned aboul indifference throughout the Bible such as in Romans 12:9-13 and especially in Proverbs 27:13,
“Whoever shuts his ears to the cry of the poor. Will also cry himself and not be heard.” The greedy view of living is
quoted as “we wanlt to get all we can and can get all we get™ all of us prisoners know that when we flifed with the world,
we believed that we were the one person who could handle the charms of it

The Might Is Far Spent. Now let's look at Remans 13:11-14, “And do this, knowing the fime, that now it is high time
to awahe out of sleep; for now owur salvalion is nearer than when we first belfeved, The night is far spent, the day
is at hand.

Upon Moses® passing in 1273 B.C., Joshua succeaded his master as the leader of the people of Israel, Under his leader-
ship, they crossed the Jordan River on Nissan 10 of that year. For seven years, Joshua led the pecple in battle, defealing
31 kings and conquering their cities and territories, which comprised the bulk of the land west of the Jordan (Moses had
conguered the lands on ils eastern bank before his passing). For seven years after that, Joshua oversaw the process of
dividing the land amongst the 12 tribes of Israel and allocating a portion 1o each family. He passed away on the 26th of
MNissan, 2516 (1245 BCE), al the age of 110 years.

Howeawver, bafore his passing Joshua called the people on the carpet and made them swear and vow a covenant before
the Lord,

Joshua Makes a Covenant with The People, Here it is, in Joshua 24:15-30, “And if it seems evil 1o you (o serve the
Lord, choose for yvourselves this day whom you will serve, whether the gods which your fathers served that were
on the other side of the River, or the gods of the Amorites, in whese land you dwell. But as for me and my house,
we will serve the Lord. So the people answered and sald: ‘Far be it from us that we should forsake the Lord to
serve other gods; for the Lord our God is He who brought us and our fathers up out of the land of Egypt, from the
house of bondage, who did those great signs in our sight, and preserved us in all the way that we went and
among all the people through wihom we passed. And the Lord drove out from before us all the people, including
the Amorites who dwell in the land. We also will serve the Lord, for He is our God.” But Joshua said (o the people,
You cannol serve the Lord, for He is a holy God. He is a fealous God; He will not fargive your iransgréssions nor
your sins. If you forsake the Lord and serve fareign gods, then He will turn and do you harm and consume you,
after He has done you good.” And the people said to Joshua, ‘No, but we will serve the Lord!® 5o Joshua said to
the people, "You are withesses against yourselves that you have chosen the Lord for yourselves, 1o senve Him.'
And they said, 'We are witnasses!" ‘Now therefore,” he said, ‘put away the foreign gods which are among you, and
incline your heart to the Lord God of Israel.' And the people sald to Joshua, "The Lord our God we will serve, and
His vaice we will obey!" S0 Joshua made a covenant with the people that day, and made for them a statute and an
ardinance in Shechem. Then Joshua wrote these words in the Book of the Law of God. And he took a large stone,
and set it vp there under the oak thal was by the sanciuary of the Lord. And Joshoua said o all the people,
‘Behold, this stone shall be a witess o us, for it has heard all the words of the Lord which He spoke fo us. It
shall therefore be a witness to you, lest you deny your God." So Joshua let the people depart, each to his own
inheritance. Now it came 1o pass after these things that Joshua the son of Nun, the servant of the Lord, died,
being one hundred and ten years old. And they buried him within the border of his inheritance at Timnath Serah,
which is in the mountains of Ephraim, on the north side of Mount Gaash.”
