Just a Reminder:
Outdoor irrigation is prohibited between the hours of 10:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. from the first Sunday in May until the first Sunday in November. Irrigation of private and public landscaping, turf areas and gardens is permitted at even-numbered addresses on Wednesdays and Sundays and odd-numbered addresses on Tuesdays and Saturdays. Also, please check your irrigation system for leaks and proper operation before setting the timer for the season. Water loss from faulty automatic irrigation systems is most common when homeowners are away and are unable to monitor the ongoing operations of the equipment. Shareholders have done a great job at conserving and we ask you to continue the effort!

for Container Gardening.
We live in an area that has been facing severe drought conditions and strict water conservation regulations for some time now. Having a garden can be challenging. Consider planting drought tolerant perennials, annuals and shrubs in containers. Water conservation for container gardens can be achieved through plant choice, efficient irrigation, and pot choice. You still need to water of course, since container plants can’t reach deeper into the soil searching for water, but these kinds of plants can tolerate completely drying out between watering. 

Here’s a small list of some drought tolerant plants that also survive in our climate that are great for containers:
Candy Tuft (Iberis)

Gallardia
Lavendar
Oregano
Rosemary
Sedum
Thyme
Maintaining a 2-3 inch layer of mulch helps maintain moisture in the soil resulting in less water usage.

Assessment 2018-2019:
MPMWC Board of Directors thoroughly reviewed the Operating and Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) Budgets for the 2018/19 year and has determined that the current water assessments are sufficient to fund the CIP, maintain financial integrity and meet the ongoing maintenance and upgrades within the near future. Assessments and rates will remain the same.

Captial Improvement Highlights:
Main Line Replacement: A Committee has been formed and has been meeting regularly for over a year. The committee has been looking into ways our community can be proactive in planning for this huge multi-million dollar project. The committee’s focus is on replacement techniques, funding and how our community will best prepare for this costly project.

Generator Replacements: The last of three critical sites has been replaced with a stationary generator and automatic transfer switch. This ensures that there is no interruption in water service while meeting State EPA emissions requirements.

New Well Development: The first of two new wells has been completed. Well No. 9 located on the golf course now has a pump house around it and can pump up to 200 gallons per minute. Water Quality samples were taken in compliance with EPA and CA State Title 22 Standards and will be submitted to State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) for final approval by the end of May. MPMWC will have to wait for both Kern County and the SWRCB to sign off on Well No. 9 before we can use this well for drinking water. We hope to have Well No. 9 online by mid-summer. Well No. 10, located between the highway and the baseball field is still being drilled. The driller’s rig has endured some major repairs which has pro-longed the drilling. We hope to have drilling completed by the end of May.

If your property is not connected to the water system you will only be billed once in July 2018.  That is it for the year.

If you are connected to the water system you will be issued four bills through the course of the year – July 1st, October 1st, January 1st and April 1st.  Connected shareholders may have additional charges billed beyond the above amounts depending upon their metered consumption.  Meters are read quarterly.
