During her tenure on
the board, she served as chair of the Membership Committee and has contributed her work to several other
activities of the Association. With Mary Ann as Chair of the Membership Committee over the last three years,
the Association has realized an increase in membership from 450 to 560, a remarkable achievement. Diane
Lunsford will continue the work as Chair of the Membership Committee.

Bill Boozer has done double duty as Chair of the Fox Creek Birding Trail and the Fish Habitat Enhancement
projects. He worked in the original development of the Trail and in projects dedicated to maintenance and
enhancement of the project.

Water QualityMonitoring, John Lunsford

As a member of the Upper Tallapoosa Clean Water Partnership, the LWPOA is responsible for testing the water
here at our lake. We have participated in water testing here for 15 years and are proud of the service our
water monitors provide. Our certified members enter the results into Auburn University’s Alabama Water
Watch public data base, providing important information about the health and safety of our water. Monitoring
for chemical or bacterial contamination helps identify potential problems, benefitting all our members, as well
as their visitors and our surrounding community.

We are currently in need of members to test the water, once per month, at a variety of locations around the
lake. Training is free of charge and all necessary supplies and equipment will be provided by the LWPOA. If you
are interested in becoming a monitor, or have questions about the program, please contact John Lunsford,
Water Quality Chairman at 831-320-1811.
