Sunday Reflection: Palm Sunday

Readings for Easter Sunday,

Does the King of glory find a welcome entry in our homes and hearts? Jesus April 17, 2022
went to Jerusalem knowing full well what awaited him - betrayal, rejection, Acts 10:34a,37-43
and crucifixion. The people of Jerusalem, however, were ready to hail him as Colossians 3:1-4

their Messianic King! Little did they know what it would cost this king to usher ~ John 20:1-9

in his kingdom. Jesus' entry into Jerusalem astride a colt was a direct

fulfillment of the Messianic prophecy of Zechariah (9:9): Rejoice greatly, O

daughter of Zion. Shout aloud, O daughter of Jerusalem. Lo, your king comes to you; triumphant and
victorious is he, and riding on a donkey and upon a colt the foal of a donkey. The colt was a sign of peace.
Jesus enters Jerusalem in meekness and humility, as the Messianic King who offers victory and peace to
his people. That victory and peace would be secured in the cross and resurrection which would soon take
place at the time of Passover.

St. Augustine comments on the significance of Jesus' entry into Jerusalem: The master of humility is Christ
who humbled himself and became obedient even to death, even the death on the Cross. Thus, he does
not lose his divinity when he teaches us humility. Jesus was the king of Israel in that he rules minds, in that
he gives counsel for eternity, in that he leads into the kingdom of heaven for those who believe, hope, and
love. It is a condescension, not an advancement for one who is the Son of God, equal to the Father, the
Word through whom all things were made, to become King of Israel. Jesus Christ came to bring us the
kingdom of God. He is the true King who offers peace, joy, and everlasting life for those who accept his
kingship. | wish you all a blessed Holy Week.
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Saint of the Week: St. Stanislaus

Anyone who reads the history of Eastern Europe cannot help but chance on
the name of Stanislaus, the saintly but tragic bishop of Krakéw, patron of
Poland. He is remembered with Saints Thomas More and Thomas Becket for
vigorous opposition to the evils of an unjust government.

Born near Krakow on July 26, 1030, he was ordained a priest after being
educated in the cathedral schools of Gniezno, then capital of Poland, and at
Paris. He was appointed preacher and archdeacon to the bishop of Krakow, Feast Day: April 11
where his eloquence and example brought about real conversion in many of his

penitents, both clergy and laity. He became bishop of Krakéw in 1072.

During an expedition against the Grand Duchy of Kiev, Stanislaus became involved in the political situation
of Poland. Known for his outspokenness, he aimed his attacks at the evils of the peasantry and the king,
especially the unjust wars and immoral acts of King Boleslaus II.

The king first excused himself, then made a show of penance, then relapsed into his old ways. Stanislaus
continued his open opposition in spite of charges of treason and threats of death, finally excommunicating
the king. Enraged, the latter ordered soldiers to kill the bishop. When they refused, the king killed
Stanislaus with his own hands. St. Stanislaus is the patron saint of Poland.
