First Lesson 1 Samuel 16:3-7 3 Then invite Jesse to the sacrifice, and I 
will show you what you shall do; you shall anoint for Me the one I name to 
you."4 So Samuel did what the Lord said, and went to Bethlehem. And the 
elders of the town trembled at his coming, and said, "Do you come 
peaceably?"5 And he said, "Peaceably; I have come to sacrifice to the Lord. 
Sanctify yourselves, and come with me to the sacrifice." Then he 
consecrated Jesse and his sons, and invited them to the sacrifice.6 So it 
was, when they came, that he looked at Eliab and said, "Surely the Lord's 
anointed is before Him."7 But the Lord said to Samuel, "Do not look at his 
appearance or at the height of his stature, because I have refused him. For 
the Lord does not see as man sees; for man looks at the outward 
appearance, but the Lord looks at the heart." 
 
 
 
Second Lesson  Philippians 3:10-11 10 that I may know Him and the 
power of His resurrection, and the fellowship of His sufferings, being 
conformed to His death,11 if, by any means, I may attain to the resurrection 
from the dead. 
 
 
 
Gospel  Luke 23:50-56 50 Now behold, there was a man named Joseph, a 
council member, a good and just man.51 He had not consented to their 
decision and deed. He was from Arimathea, a city of the Jews, who himself 
was also waiting for the kingdom of God.52 This man went to Pilate and 
asked for the body of Jesus.53 Then he took it down, wrapped it in linen, 
and laid it in a tomb that was hewn out of the rock, where no one had ever 
lain before.54 That day was the Preparation, and the Sabbath drew near. 
55 And the women who had come with Him from Galilee followed after, and 
they observed the tomb and how His body was laid.56 Then they returned 
and prepared spices and fragrant oils. And they rested on the Sabbath 
according to the commandment.
