The
Chapel forms a quiet restful spot where, before the Blessed Sacrament, one may kneel in
supplication and reverence. We are proud of our worshipful Church and invite you to share its
benefit. Come in, rest, pray apart from the world. Surely God is in His Holy Temple.

All who confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, have been baptized in the Name of the Father and of
the Son and of the Holy Ghost, are repentant of their sins and believe the Blessed Sacrament to
be the true Body and Blood of Christ are invited to receive the Sacrament of the Altar. We hope
that you will enter fully into worship by joining in the prayers, responses and hymns. Because
our worship may be unfamiliar to those not raised in the Episcopal Church, feel free to ask the
assistance of those around you in following and participating in the liturgy. If you are in search
of a church home, we invite you to join us in worship, fellowship and service. Please sign the
guest register at the church entrance so we may have a record of your visit.

CONCERNING THE SERVICE

This day receives its name from the mandatum or the “new commandment” given by our
Lord. At the Last Supper, Jesus washed his disciples’ feet and commanded them to love
and serve one another as he had done. This service begins with a festal character: white
vestments are worn; the Gloria in excelsis is sung; additional candles may be lit. This
service has been called “a burst of sunshine in the gathering gloom.” We at once
remember the joy of the institution of the Eucharist, the love and service which Jesus
lived and taught, the agony in the garden of Gethsemane, and the betrayal leading to
the Crucifixion. The bread and wine of the Last Supper are given new meaning by the
Body broken and Blood poured out on the cross. Sufficient bread and wine will be
consecrated on this day for the Mass of the Presanctified on Good Friday. The
Sacrament is then taken to the Altar of Repose where the faithful are asked to “watch
and pray.” The altar, symbolic of Christ, is stripped of its vesture and the building is
left bare for the solemnity of Good Friday.

THE ADDRESS

Fellow servants of our Lord Jesus Christ: On the night before his death, Jesus set an example for his
disciples by washing their feet, an act of humble service. He taught that strength and growth in the life
of the Kingdom of God come not by power, authority, or even miracle, but by such lowly service. We
all need to remember his example, but none standeth more in need of this reminder than those whom
the Lord hath called to the ordained ministry.

Therefore, I invite you who share in the royal priesthood of Christ to come forward, that I may recall
whose servant I am by following the example of my Master. But come remembering his admonition
that what will be done for you is also to be done by you to others, for “a servant is not greater than his
master, nor is one who is sent greater than the one who sent him. If ye know these things, blessed are

ye it ye do them.”

The Congregation may be seated as those who will have their feet washed come forward.
