COMMUNITY COMMITMENT
Southern Maryland Corvette Club (SMCC) has supported a variety of non-profit organizations over the years…some local…some national. Our focus has generally been to help families and support our youth, as they are our future. Some of the organizations to which we have donated include: 
The Dr. James A. Forrest Career and Technology Center’s automotive classes. SMCC member’s technical expertise and hands-on demonstrations, when combined with classroom experience, help the students expand upon their automotive technology skills. We have sponsored an essay contest that awards winners with tools and tool boxes. The Club has also donated funds for the purchase of classroom tools and equipment.

Business Education and Community Alliance (BECA) Common Scholarship program. BECA holds an annual fund raiser to provide 25, $1,000 scholarships to graduating high school students. They also partner with approximately 40 local organizations to provide scholarships via their common scholarship application form in which SMCC has participated.
