Reaganomicy iy supply side economic
policy reducing taxes inv ovder to- increase conswmer demand which would thew lead to-economic
growth. It also-included increased militawy spending (to-win Cold Wawr), decrease govermment
spending (including deregulation). Peace thwough strengtihv was Reagan's approach to- national
security to-deter waw by simply being the most prepoured for it. Energy prices (oil especially)
impacted foreigr policy inthe Middle East. Israel was an ally and Aral- nations hated us for it. The
Iran-Contrav Affair was av scandal inv which members of Reagan's administration secretly solds
weapons to-Irown and used the profity to-fund the Contras inv Nicawagua. Marines inv Lebanon were
attacked by terrovisty and Americon hostoges were takevv invthe 1980s. Phyllis Schlafly helped to-
defeat the Equal Righty Amendment and chaumpioned the preservatiow of traditional gender roles.
The Heritage Foundation iy o now-profit group based on Reagan's ideals that wovks to- strengthen
conservatism by educating people and lobbying government onw the value of federalism, free-market
capitalism, liberties; and the need to-be militarily strong. The Moral Majority was made up of
Christions who- wanted Biblical principles championed as well as communism - which has no-
religiow - snuffed out. The National Rifle Association supporvted conservatism because they resented
the new gunw laws that werve passed following the assassination of MLK and Kerwnedy inthe 1960s.
The Contract withvAmerica was o set of conservative principles invthe 1990y which helped
Republicany increase their influence duwing the Democratic presidency of Bl Clintor.

(George HW. Bug). It ilustrates the commitment to-stop totalitowianism and also-work to-
maintain balance of power inthe Middle East and secure oil. The Balkans Crisis
included genocide, and the U.S. sent troops to-help stabilige the regionw knoww as the
“powder keg” of Europe (Clinton). Following World Wowr II, the U.S. has pauticipated irv
many global organigations such as the United Nations, NATO, the World Trade
Organigation, NAFTA of many other economic agreements, etc. These partnerships
Mustrate globaligation but also-reflect increased risk of loss of sovereignty.

9/11 resulted inthe destruction of the World Trade Center towers
v NYC and damage to-the Pentagow inD.C., and led to-the inwasionw of Afghaniston to-
defeat Al-Qaeda and Iraq to- secure weapons of mass destruction that could further
destabilige the world (bad intelligence:.. WMDs not found). The government added the
Department of Homeland Security and aplethoro of new security policies including the
Patriot Act to-prevent future terror attacks. Pout of that act which allowed, for
wwawranted eavesdropping on phone cally (or wivetapping) was founds
unconstitutional. Third pauties disrupted traditional electoral resulty in the elections of
1992 and 2000. Rossy Perot (Reform Party) in 92 helped Clinton win by pulling votes from
Bush, and RalphvNader (Greenw Pawty) pulled votes from Gore (Democrat) while
Buchanow (Reform Pawty) pulled votes from Bush. (Republican). The 2000 election was
noteworthy because it was one of ondy avfew in which the winner had o majority of
electoral votes but not populaw votes. The Supreme Cowrt ruled in Bushv vy Gore that the
Flovida recount which was ongoing should end which resulted, in Bush winining. The
election of 2008 was also- noteworthy asthe U.S. elected ity furst Africon American
president, Barack Obama. Obamav signed the Americon Recovery and Reinvestment Act
which spent nearly o trillion dolaws trying to- jumpstowt the economy. Concerns aumong
voters included government spending on entitlementy like Social Security and Medicawre
which camnot be funded as designed and leads to- massive deficit spending. Attempty to-
reform entitlementy have beew ineffective.
