1) Set up must be complete by 8:45 am 11/17/18.

2) You must be checked in by no later than 8:00 am 11/17/18 or you may lose your space and forfeit your fee.

3) You may not bring or sell items that are banned from school property including drugs, alcohol, tobacco, and
firearms.

4) You must remain until 3:00 pm and not begin any tear down prior to 3:00 pm. Anyone who does will be
banned from future Bazaars.

5) You must clear your space of all trash, boxes, or merchandise when you leave.

6) You may not sell any ready to eat food or drinks, except for preapproved small, packaged, specialty items.

7) You agree to donate an item worth at least $15.00.

8) Set up Procedure; (students will be available to help you unload your vehicle and transport items inside)

a) Pull up at the West entrance check-in area (main student parking lot and sports fields) and get your
check-in packet — there will be students and/or signs to direct you.

b) Unload everything you will need and park in the West parking lot.

c) Go and set up your booth.

9) Take down procedure;

a) No one may close down or in any way start packing up prior to 3:00 pm.

b) Before leaving, you must remove all trash and recycling from your booth. Please take all empty boxes
with you or break them down and leave them in a designated location. All trash and recycling to the
proper containers.

c) Gather up everything you have and bring it outside. Do not pull your vehicle up until you have
everything and you are ready to load and leave.

d) Once everything is out, retrieve your vehicle and pull out so as to make room for other vendors.
