There are a lot of Issues in the Charlie Gard Case

The Charlie Gard case has been all over the news lately and the media has done its
best to make this story black and white, but the truth is that there are many shades of
gray. The easy question to ask is — Who should decide Charlie’s (11 months old)
medical care? - The hospital, the courts, or the parents? Let me point out some other
things to consider with this dilemma.

Why did Charlie’s medical care for his rare disease have to come to the point of
being decided by the British legal system? It would have been so much better if the
hospital and the parents could have come to some consensus on what was the best
thing to do for Charlie. Once a case like this enters the courts it starts to get messy.

Charlie’s parents raised enough money to come to the United States and try an
experimental medicine that has a 10% chance of preventing his condition from
getting worse. The hospital where Charlie is being treated, however, wants to take
him off life support and let him die because they say his condition will not get any
better and it is more humane than the experimental treatment the parents want to
pursue. There can be a Pro and Con perspective for the hospital’s point of view.

Pro- I am far from an expert when it comes to medicine, but in the seminary, I did
take a medical ethics class. In that class, we used the term “proportionate means.”
This term basically asks the question- “Is this going to hurt the patient more than
help the patient?” For instance, if someone has stage IV cancer and chemo is making
that person incredibly sick then his or her quality of life is such that the chemo is
hurting him or her more than helping him or her. That person could refuse the chemo
and have a better quality of life until death.

The hospital believes moving Charlie out of the hospital and trying an experimental
treatment could cause him great pain and suffering before his inevitable death. If the
hospital is correct with all their assumptions and are sincerely thinking about what is
best for Charlie, then I believe they are acting in an ethical manner.

Con- Doctors, while highly educated, are not infallible. I have read about many
stories in which doctors have told mothers they should abort their baby because the
child would be severely handicapped and the child’s health was not nearly as bad as
the doctor thought it would be. Also, doctors are frequently wrong when it comes to
predicting how long someone with terminal cancer will live. My Uncle Jack was
only supposed to live 6 months and he died after 2 and a half years.

Removing Charlie from life support could be painful for him as well especially if it
involves removing hydration (water) and nutrition (food). What parents would not
try to save their child if there was even a 1% chance of success?! It is my wish that
all the doctors, lawyers, and judges could pray with the parents and ask God what is
His will for Charlie?
