Submission deadline: March 30, 2018

To preserve and protect cultural objects and historic structures indicative of Acadian life in Northern Maine’s St. John Valley.
The Maine Acadian Heritage Council (MAHC) has developed a funding program for the preservation of historic sites in the St. John Valley. As the Maine Acadian Culture Guide states, these grants are intended, through a coordinated network of facilities…in the [St. John] Valley…in partnership with the National Park Service, [to] enhance and upgrade existing facilities…to serve Maine Acadians, their guests, and visitors. These MAHC grants will provide support for historical societies to preserve the material culture of the Acadians while fostering stewardship for visitors, thus helping to preserve this unique heritage.  
Priority Areas
Grants will be awarded in the following two priority areas:
· Bricks and Mortar: Stabilization, restoration, rehabilitation, preservation, protection, and maintenance of historic structures, and/or facilities that house historic artifacts and objects. New construction will not be funded at this time. Examples of possible projects: Preservation of historic fabric, roof, floors, fire safety code upgrades, locks and building security, waterproofing, painting, staining, cleaning, UV shielding, window repair, improvement of collections storage, purchase of acid-free folders and boxes and rehousing paper items for conservation, industry standard supplies for labeling and cataloguing collections including software. 
· Artifacts and historic documents: Repair and restoration of artifacts; improvement of collections storage, purchase of acid-free folders and boxes. Rehousing paper items for conservation, industry standard supplies for labeling and cataloguing collections, including software. 

Applicants who have completed a collections assessment to determine how to best care for objects and/or documents will be given special consideration.
Eligibility Requirements
· Historical societies with active membership (dues current) in the Maine Acadian Heritage Council;
· Report for previous grant submitted including all invoices and receipts; 
· Historical society must include 501(c) (3) documentation with their application; and
· Proposals for new projects that can be completed within one season or one calendar year. (Multiple-year awards are not approved, but applicants may reapply annually.)
Required Match
· Each eligible society must match the requested grant amount dollar for dollar with other fund sources, in-kind donations, or a combination of the two. The cost of implementing this agreement is born on a matching (50/50) basis between federal and non-federal sources of funds (partners with matching funds or in-kind match).
· Documentation of the required match is requested in the application and final report.
· Documentation for all project costs, such as receipts and in-kind volunteer time and attendance reports, must submitted with the final report and kept for 3 years. 

Evaluation Criteria
Applications will be evaluated on the following criteria:
· Applicant is responsible for all IRS requirements related to wages, tip, etc.
· Applicant has designated a person responsible for managing grant funds
· Applicant has included scope and extent of public awareness and participation in the project
· Applicant has fully articulated how the project meets the mission of the MAHC
· Project requests must fall under at least one of the priority areas described above.
· Applicant has demonstrated plans for lasting impact and longevity beyond the initial scope of the grant and project sustainability. 
· Applicant is partnering with community resources (in-kind donations)
· Cost effective purchasing strategies
· Geographic proximity to the St. John Valley in Northern Maine

Final Report with Documentation
A required final report is due to the office manager by December 31 and must include: a general accounting of spending along with receipts totaling the grant funds received, documentation of required matching contributions (cash and/or in-kind volunteer time and attendance reports), and photographs of the completed project. These must be kept for 3 years.

Awarding of Grants
· MAHC will announce the grant awards at its annual banquet in August. 
· Applicants must agree to sign all appropriate forms.
· 30% of the funds will be available at the beginning of the season for which they have been awarded. Final payment will be made after project is completed and an itemized invoice for services provided is submitted, along with receipts.
· Any publicity for tourism events at the site of grant recipients will name MAHC as a sponsor of the activities.  
· The MAHC reserves the right to adjust the amount of each respective award depending on the availability of funds.
