You couldn’t
ask for better skirmishing weather.

The 4™ Tennessee tried to give the sleepy heads a bit of a reprieve this
weekend, and instead of having the Revolver match first thing Saturday
morning they put it off until 11am. So about 8am the sound of muskets
woke the campground as individuals fired up for the morning. However,
when 11 o’clock rolled around, only two revolver teams were to be found.
(I'am pleased to report that subsequent to this weekend there was some
rallying of the troops and at this time five teams have committed to a
Revolver match come August). Undeterred, the faithful of the 44t
Georgia and the 4™ Louisiana duked it out, with the 4™ Louisiana taking
first, and the 44" Georgia coming in second.
