WAYNE WELLS ON.THE.LINE

Wayne got off to an auspicious start at the age of twelve when he threw his first round of darts at his cousin’s new dartboard. Within min-
utes they were on their way to the doctors’ office to have an errant dart removed from deep in his arm. But several years later, in 1982,
Wells was encouraged to enter his first large tournament and won the top spot. After that, there was no looking back.

After a stint in the US Navy and playing for several other tri-state area leagues, Wells joined the DDA in 1990. From multiple attendances
at tournaments ranging from the Queen City Open to the Easy Money Open, Chicago’s Windy Cindy Open to the huge Las Vegas Open,
Wells consistently finishes in the top brackets and is a regular fixture at area tournaments.

Wells lives in Dayton with his wife Dawna and daughters Tori and Haley. His son, Bryan, is also a DDA member and an excellent darter.

TIPS FOR THE BEGINNER

The throw is the most important element of a
successful dart player. And yet, most players don't
analyze this critical aspect of their dart game. Most
people go with what feels most comfortable without
thinking about how they could be sabotaging their
dart game. The next time you are shooting darts, take
a closer look at how other people throw darts. Some
rock back and forth, some lunge forward with every

throw, some throw quickly and without a follow-through,

and others balance on one foot.

Every throw is unique, but here one thing you should
know before you develop your dart throw:

2 OF 4 - STEADY THROWING MOTION. The ideal throwing
motion is similar to how you would swing a hammer.
Using your elbow your hand and your wrist for speed
and your shoulder for support. As you extend your arm
the elbow should rise up and create the force needed
to speed the dart towards the board.

This is the second of four basic things to consider
when trying to find a system that works best for you as
a beginner in the world of competitive darts.

[ ONE BAD DART ]

Have you ever been watching a dart game and
somebody throws a bad first dart, gets upset and
proceeds to waste the next two darts?

THIS NEGATIVE REACTION WON'T WIN THE GAME.

Keep this in mind if your first dart goes astray.
What’s done is done, you cannot change it —

keep a positive attitude, learn from it and move on.

Getting upset and ruining the rest of your throw is
a waste of time and energy.

If your opponent does this — smile to yourself and
do your best to throw a big shot on top of his, and
really mess with his mind.

Remember to focus — you can only control the
darts in your hand...the others are history!
