illness which may affect the dog’s physical or mental performance.

General Information and Agility Information

Move-Ups after entries close must be submitted, in writing, to the Trial secretary by 6:00 pm by Monday, May 29, 2017. Include
dog’s call name, registration number, owner’s name, class you are moving from, and class you are moving to. Send via mail, or
email to ginnypartridgets@gmail.com.

Day-to-Day Move-ups will be allowed provided the above information is given to the secretary before the close of each day’s trial.
Owners are responsible for errors on entry blanks, for entering the same dog twice, or for entering a dog in a class in which it is
ineligible to compete, regardless of who makes such errors. Dogs wrongly entered in a class may not be moved up to another
class after entries close.
