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Which “R” First? Sh’mot (Exodus) 6:9 

 Some  in  the  religious  growth  movement  advocate  a  program 

priority of “First, get’em saved, everything else follows.” Which comes 

first, thunder or lightening—“Redemption” or “Restoration”? 

 Consider: Your path, by Divine Design, brings you to a neighbor 

who is clearly hurting, hungry, thirsty, crippled and depressed. Do you 

thrust into their arthritic hand an evangelistic tract themed for the “ABCs 

of Salvation,” continuing your hurried path to get important errands finished, as you say to them, “Be well.” 

 “Moshe said this [the 4 ‘I will’ Promises of Redemption-Deliverance from ADONAI] to the people of Isra’el. But they 

wouldn’t listen to him, because they were so discouraged, and their slavery was so cruel.” 

 It is more often than not, until and unless your neighbor’s physical needs, emotional comforts and 

protection from harms are made whole, they have little receptivity to higher spiritual transcendence voids 

filled. In other words, Healing’s may often need to precede Salvation.  

 Which “R” comes first? We are suggesting from the model with Moshe and the children of Isra’el that 

Restoration from slavery precedes the Deliverance-Freedom Redemption Promised.  

Torah Teaching Truth 

Promises & Plagues Sh’mot (Exodus) 6:6-8  Four “I Will” Promises 

HaShem affirms (recited in haggadah of Pesach with 4 cups of wine) in 

VaôEra, are contrasted with the first seven of 10 plagues.  

¶ I will free you [1st Cup of Sanctification Kadesh];  

¶ I will take you as My People [2nd Cup of Judgment-Joy Makkot];  

¶ I will bring you into the Land of Promise    [3rd    Cup    of   

Redemption HaGeulah]; and  

¶ I will give it to you as your inheritance  [4th  Cup  of  Praise 

Hallel]. 

Hardened Heart—A Selfie Sh’mot (Exodus) 8:11(15) A self-willed hardened heart, 

that will not bow reverently to HaElYon will be heavy with destruction, even-

tually hurled into hell’s hot abyss. The Egyptian pharaoh’s self-made false 

gods are overpowered by the Finger of HaShem.  

The contrast of Promises to Plagues, makes clear in the Haftarah portion 

and Bôrit HaDashah, “Then they will know that I AM ADONAI.” Ezekiel 

29:21. You and I are not left hopeless with horrific plagues, hardened hearts or 

hell’s abyss. Who is like our GOD? There is no one like El Shaddai 

Whose Powerful Promises and revered Name, HaShem, invites you to 

come!
