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Looking for aviv stage barley at the end of the 12th biblical month and then stopping, in order to determine the 1st biblical month, is perhaps religiously smart but agriculturally stupid.
 

According to YaHuWaH Elohim's instructions, the Wave Offering of aviv grain by the Temple Priest was required on the Day of First Fruits, around the 17th day of the 1st month. This Wave Offering was required to be performed before anyone else in Israel could put a sickle to the grain in their fields.

 

What the Karaites of today are telling us is that if the barley wasn't aviv by the new moon at the end of the 12th month in ancient Israel, then the farmers had to wait at least 46 more days before any grain could be harvested. 
 

Common sense tells us that an agricultural society isn't going to live that way. A lot can happen in 46 days to ruin a crop. By the time 46 more days have expired green aviv barley won't be available for a wave offering. Leviticus 2:14 tells us that green (aviv) barley is required for the wave offering.
 

This is exactly why aviv barley should be looked for in the fields of Israel after the end of the 12th month. With modern communications, it should probably be searched for up until the13th day of the month, in order to determine whether the current month is the month of Aviv. 
 

It may have been searched for up until the 12th day of the 1st month in ancient Israel because signal fires were lit to quickly pass the word throughout the land concerning important appointed events.
 

Searching for aviv barley at the end of the 12th month and then stopping the search a day before the new moon is sighted is not in YaHuWaH 's Torah. It's a Karaite tradition.
 

And of course the Hillel calendar is completely outside of Torah.
 

 

What this means is that if the barley becomes aviv in Israel in the next several days, Passover might begin 3/23/2016 at sunset.

What you do is between you and YaHuWaH Elohim.
