
With the help of Saint John Paul II we are about to make an important discovery concern-

ing the Fourth Commandment.  Last week we quoted Saint John Paul II from his Letter to 

Families: “Honor your father and your mother….This commandment comes after the three 

basic precepts which concern the relation…with God. That the Fourth Commandment is 

placed in this particular context is significant.” (See §15, Fourth Commandment,of his Let-

ter) We ended by looking at this similarity in The Book of Deuteronomy: “You must keep the 

commandments of the Lord…that you and your children after you may prosper, and that 

you may have long life on the Land which the Lord, your God, is giving you forever.” (See Dt 

4, 40)  If you look above at the Fourth Commandment you will realize that keeping the com-

mandments of the Lord and honoring your father and mother receive the same reward: long 

life in the land God gives and the promise of prosperity.  The Ten Commandments ultimate-

ly deal with our relationships with God, self, neighbor, and parents, (father and mother).  

This last relationship is peculiar.  The similarity found in the Book of Deuteronomy would 

suggest that our father and mother have a relationship with their children that is more like 

our relationship with God than like our relationship with our neighbor. Listen to Saint John 

Paul II: “Honor your father and mother because they are in a certain sense representatives 

of the Lord….And so, honor your parents! There is a certain analogy here with the worship 

owed to God.” (See §15, Fourth Commandment,of his Letter) The phrases, ‘in a certain 

sense’ and ‘a certain analogy here’ are explained when Saint John Paul II declares: “While 

God alone is good, parents participate in this supreme goodness in a unique way.” (See §15, 

Fourth Commandment,of his Letter) This unique participation gives parents that certain 

sense and that certain analogy.
