
Would I Need Both FRB & TPRB? 

A:  No - you'll generally need only one. The only major difference is on the 

reading pages. TPRB adds a hyphenated word - for extra (phonics) help, 

while the FRB sticks to only the word as you'd see it in print (example: FRB - 

"cat" & pic of cat; TPRB - "c-a-t", "cat", & pic).
