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Hot Hands Win
In Grenade-Poker

0ASt£, Vietnam (Special) —
Two 4lh t>iv. soldiers were re*
cently left holding something
much more dangerous than the
proverbial bag—two "live" hand
grenades.

The incident occurred near
Dak To at a 1st Bn. 35th Inf, fire-
base. The 3rd Brigade unit was
settling down for the night When
a loud, splashing noise front a
nearby stream caught the atten-
tion of Pfc. Jason Braunstein of
Brooklyn, N.Y., and Sgt. Jim
Waterman of Columbus, Ohio,

Knowing the area was NVA«
infested, Waterman and Braun-
stein each pulled the pin from a
grenade and prepared to throw
the explosives. No sooner had
they drawn their arms back
when a message crackled over
their radio.

"Our c o m p a n y commander
called and told everyone to
refrain from firing rifles or
throwing grenades. He wanted
to see what was out there before
we opened up. Jim and I had
already thrown the pins away,
so we were left holding on for
dear life," said Braunstein.

The seconds ticked by danger-
ously slow. Both men broke out

in a cold sweat. One slip, a loose
grip. , . how long can it last.

Waterman radioed and in»
formed the company command-
er of their predicament. They
were given permission td throw
the grenades.

"Boy, I was never so happy
to be rid of anything in my
life," said Braunstein.

"Those three minutes seemed
like thirty years," he added.

Heavy grenade and automatic
weapons fire were directed on
the suspected enemy position.
Because of the thick foliage and
darkness, the soldiers were un-
able to check on enemy casual-
ties.

"I definilely learned my les-
son. From now on I'm going to
look before I throw," said
Braunslein.

Convoy 'War Wagon7

Reverses Red Ambush

—"U was jus t like we were on
one giant war wagon—the whole
bat tal ion opening up from the
convoy t rucks on the road."

That's how Pfc. Anthony
Nicastro described the recent
act ion in which a massive 1st
t in . , Diul ' i I n f . convoy, traveling
f rom Dak To to Kon tnm. blasted
t h e i r way through enemy snipers
and kept on ro l l ing .

The b a t t a l i o n - s i / ' , 1 convoy was
t r ave l ing a Km;-; Highway 14,
nor th of Kon l i im , when enemy
snipers opened up wi th auto-
matic weapons fire from the
trees along the road.

(.' Co. commander. Cvpt. John
A. Sans reealk-d. "Everyone's
r eac t i on was immedia te , , , it

was spectacular . . . everyone
f i r ing f ive to six M'Ki magazines
and automatic weapons wi th
tremendous accuracy on the
enemy locations. Grenadiers
were actually knocking the snip-
ers out of trees while the convoy
kept on roll ing."

"Whoever l i i l the convoj got
the surprise of t h e i r lives." Sans
said.

"We could ac tual ly see t.hem
dropping f rom the trees." said
S, S.^!. K u f u s Young. Four
enemy .snipers died in the action.

Lt. 'Col. Will iam Mundie, bat-
talion commander, remarked,
"They had no idea of the size
o f o u r convoy . . . i t w a s ano the r
one of Char l ie ' s big t ac t ica l mis-
takcx"

Doctors
Up His

CAMP
JONES, Vietnam (Special)
—A battalion surgeon of
the 199th Light Inf. Bri-
gade has found a way to
do twd* jobs and be avail-
able for duty in several
places.

Capt, Steven S. Jewett, battal-
ion surgeon for the 199th 's 2nd
Bn., 3d Inf., did it out of urgent
necessity. Also serving as the
battalion's civil affairs officer,
he found a way to doctor a bat-
talion and simultaneously carry
out a civil affairs program af-
fecting the welfare of almost 30,*
000 people in 14 hamlets.

Jewett became deeply in-
volved with civil affairs work
when he and his medical spe-
cialists treated civilians in their
spare time as part of the unit's
Meclcap program.

But he saw a need 1o treat
more people; the Medcap efforts
had to be intensified. The Mt.
Morris, 111., doctor took a plan
to the battalion commander, Lt.
Col. William C. Carper III.

A staff change left the battal-
ion minus a civil affairs officer.
Carper saw in Jewett's concern
for the civilian population all
the prerequisites* of a civil af-
fairs off icer . The doctor's pro-
posal was approved and he got
a new job in the process.

Jewett's plan was to use three
"floating" Metleapji manned by
medical specialists, each operat-
ing in a different village, arid
each equipped with communica-
tions to the doctor. The doctor
stays in a central location and
moves from team to team.

With radio communications,
he is prepared to go immediate-
ly to any of the Medcap loca-
tions by helicopter or vehicle to
treat or diagnose other than rou-
tine illnesses or injuries.

Jewett thereby serves three
villages instead of one and
directs another Medcap that
goes with the infantry units on
each operation to provide medi-
cal care to the out-lying com-
munities,

He also directs other civil af-
fairs projects from his cen-
tralized location. Working with
battalion units and the brigade
civil affairs office, he has also
integrated psychological opera-
tions and civic improvements
into his overall civil affairs pro-
gram.

As a result of the intensified
program, three times as many
civilians are being treated as
before.

Jewett continues to think oi
ways to further increase the
effectiveness of the civil affa i rs
program.

He plans to take AHVN Med-
cap teams wi th his own teams,
potentially doubling the number
of patients treated in each vil-
lage and enabling the teams to
gel to other villages faster. The
plan will also make medicine
available to ARVN Medeaps.

The civil a f fa i r s of f icer also
plans to send a denta l techni-
cian w i t h the Medeap teams, to
take denta l hea l th and hygiene
programs to villagers far iv-
inoved from denial offices. Tin;
dental technician will refer v i l -
lagers wi th less immedia te prob-
lems to a South Vietnamese
agency.
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
