 Moving clockwise from the top, the blue car is a fairly recent 

effort by Corgi (British made). Amazing detail�² zoom in for a better 
look; it even has wrinkles in the boot cover. The large red 1/18 scale car 

in the box is by Bburago, an Italian company with very nice detail. 

These two models are still available.  
 The really big red Jag appears to me to be a knock-off of the 

Bburago. It is a tin toy car, but pretty well detailed. Not sure why the 

turn signals are green.  

 The silver OTS is by Kyosho, one of the best of the mass-produced models currently available (made in Japan 
and expensive). It is in 1/43 scale, but Kyosho also makes models in 1/24 and 1/18 scale. Next to the Kyosho you will 

see two old Dinky Toys, one with a hard top, and one with the top down and boot cover in place. These were cars we had
