Karim Childs Book Stipend for community college students-$250

This award is given annually to assist with the purchase of college textbooks. Mr. Childs was the director of the Hull House Association’s Parkway Community House from 1969 until his transition in 1988. He served as the President of the National Association of Social Workers- Chicago Chapter for seven years. 

C. Vincent Bakeman tuition scholarship for undergraduate students-$1000

This award is sponsored by the Human Resources Development Institute, Inc. (HRDI) in memoriam of Dr. C. Vincent Bakeman, past Chief Executive Officer and President of HRDI. HRDI is one of Chicago’s largest and most influential nonprofit organizations that serve substance abusers and the mentally ill in Chicago.

CABSW Institute Scholarship for graduate students-$1000

This scholarship is awarded each year to a student pursuing a degree in the field of social work. The award is provided by the National Association of Social Workers- Chicago Chapter and is made possible through donations and proceeds from the organization’s annual educational and leadership symposium.

Applications are enclosed. For consideration, applications and all required materials must be post  marked by July 31st each year. Applications postmarked after July 31st will not be reviewed.

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Scholarship Application

The Chicago Association of Black Social Workers awards four scholarships annually. The Scholarships will be awarded at the Annual Chicago Association of Black Social Workers Awards Presentation. To be considered, the applicant must meet the following requirements.

Requirements:

· Must be enrolled in an accredited community college or four-year college/university

· Must have at least a 3.0 GPA on a 4.0 scale

· Must be Black/African-American

· Must demonstrate a commitment to community service in the Black/African-American community

· Full-time students must be enrolled for 12 credit hours for the semester in which the award is to be granted

· Part-time students are only eligible for the “Book Scholarship” and must be enrolled for a minimum of three hours for the semester in which the award is to be granted.

· Must be working toward a degree in social work, social services or human services.

· Must submit a separate application for each scholarship (only one scholarship will be awarded per applicant). 

· Must submit an official transcript reflecting your cumulative grade point average. 

· Must submit a completed application postmarked by July 31st.
· Must submit a two-paged double spaced typewritten statement of purpose which contains the following components:

· Professional Interests

· Future Social Work Aspirations

· Previous Social Work Experiences (Volunteer and Professional)

· Honors and Achievements (Academic and Community Service)

· Research Interests within the black community (Master’s and Doctoral Students)

· Must submit a two-paged double spaced typewritten response to the following:

Violence has reached epidemic proportions in the United States, with African American males residing in urban areas bearing the brunt of this epidemic. The violence permeating our society emanates from a variety of societal ills, including poverty, racism, substance abuse and exposure to violence. As a future social work professional, what is your plan to combat the societal ills thereby reducing violence in urban communities?

· Must submit (2) letters of recommendation from the following: professor, field instructor, community leader, church official, or employer.

· Must review the “9 tips for completing the application”


Students who have been previously awarded scholarships from the Chicago Association of Black Social Workers are not eligible.

The applicant must forward the completed application and all required documentation to the Scholarship Chair. All applications must be completed, typed, and postmarked by July 31st of each year. 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  “9 TIPS FOR COMPLETING AN APPLICATION”

1. Each application is judged on its own merit. Incomplete/unprofessional applications are unacceptable and will be returned without review.

2. Review the entire application before completing it. If a field is left blank it could count against you. If you do not want to answer a question, please explain the reason why in the field. 

3. All information should be submitted together. This improves your chances of all the information reaching the Chair on time and lessens the chance of important information getting lost in the mail. 

4. Essays are judged on content and grammar style. 

5. Please contact the Chair for answers to specific questions. Do not assume that you have the right answer if you are unsure about the application and/or the process. 

6. Give yourself enough time to request all of the necessary material, especially recommendations. In addition, choose people who know you well and can speak to your academic/ professional lifestyle and financial situation. 

7. Submit an official transcript. 

8. Plan to be in attendance at the Awards Presentation tentatively scheduled for the Fall of the year. If you cannot attend, please assign someone to accept your award for you. 

9. Submit all of your information on time and contact the Chair if a problem arises.

The National Association of Black Social Workers was created during the 1960’s Civil Rights Movement on May 8, 1968 in San Francisco, California by a group of Black Social Workers who were convened for the meeting of an established national social work organization. They disengaged from that meeting to form what has ultimately become the foremost advocacy group established to address social issues and concerns of the Black community.  This coalition of human service practitioners of African ancestry brought together various disciplines, both degreed and non-degreed. They came together to form the National Association of Black Social Workers, Inc. For the first time, people of African ancestry had an opportunity to unify in combating racism and white supremacy in the social welfare system. The new organization immediately articulated demands for change within the existing welfare structure, and at the same time placed emphasis upon expanding and strengthening the NABSW network through local chapter development. The years 1968 and 1969 saw demands for change made upon traditional local and national Eurocentric focused human services and social welfare systems. 





The Chicago Association of Black Social Workers was organized in 1969 – just one year after the CABSW founding– by 11 dedicated and devoted social workers. As a local affiliate of the National Association of Black Social Workers, we advocate for social change, justice and human development of African people in the United States and throughout the world. CABSW is comprised of social work students and seasoned practitioners of African ancestry who continue the struggle for justice and freedom. In addition to persistently pursuing the elevation of Black people, CABSW provides intensive training through a variety of workshops, seminars, and conferences. By sharing knowledge, we improve services to those we aid. We aim to promote our community’s welfare, survival, and liberation as well as advocate for social change at all levels of government. 
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
