A Special Meeting of the Town of White Board of Supervisors was called to order by Vice Chairman Ed Kippley on Thursday, August 23, 2018 at 5:00 P.M. at the City/Town Government Center:

1.) Chairman Kippley opened the meeting and asked the Palo Markham School Group for their input after reviewing the draft facilities use agreement.  Vivian Williams spoke on behalf of those present and asked why the change in title from lease agreement to facilities use.  Kippley explained a lease implies payment for use of the building and all utilities and expenses whereas a use agreement does not.  A copy of Exhibit A which is identified in the agreement was requested.  Knaus explained Exhibit A is the land description and a copy will be sent as requested.  In Section One, Williams asked if the basement could be added as they store equipment and supplies there.  
In Section Two, Williams asked why the agreement is only for five years, they would like this replaced with pertuity.  Kippley explained Townships legally cannot enter into any agreements beyond five years.  They would like Thursday afternoon added to usage of the kitchen and cafeteria for Aamu Kafit and 5:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. for PMSG meetings.  They indicated they can meet anywhere if the Town rents the kitchen and cafeteria area.  They would like the Museum and all contents added to this section.  A photo inventory can be obtained from Kelly Pelto for the files.  
In Section Three, Williams explained they would like the language changed to “The Palo Markham School Group will donate the items listed in their inventory with the exception of the following:  Items listed in the east hallway, items donated to the museum, freezers in laundry/refrigeration Room, all items in the two closets and the cabinet in the dining hall, fry bread booth located in off stage storage, equipment for the fry bread booth located in the ticket room, all items listed in the basement, filing cabinets, safe, and money boxes located in the PMSG office; to the Loon Lake Community Center with the stipulation that the Town of White will not sell or dispose of any of these donated items without the written consent of the Palo Markham School Group.”  They also do not want to pay the Lake Country Power bill increase in electricity usage for the use of the building for Laskiainen between January 10 and February 10 which is received in March each year.  
They questioned the intent of Section Four specifically about purchasing items needed and keeping track of inventory.  Kippley and Knaus explained the intent being if the group could alert the Town Office when items are needing replacing, the Town will purchase these items.  An inventory list could be used for tracking perishable items, dishes, etc. that renter’s use.  Since they use the kitchen facilities most often, they are agreeable to letting us know when these items are running low or need to be replaced.  The Town Office could also do a periodic inventory.  The remainder of the agreement is fine and they have no suggested changes.  

The Board indicated they will consider their input, discuss as a full Board with the Town Attorney and Supervisor Skelton, and get back to them with a meeting date.
