COVID-19 SWIMMING POOL RULES 
Open: July – September 

Hours of Operation: CLOSED EVERY OTHER WEEK 
12:00 P.M. – 9:00 P.M.    Monday/Thursday/Friday 
              CLOSED       Tuesday/Wednesday  
10:00 A.M. – 9:00 P.M.          Saturday/Sunday 

1. USE THE FACILITY AT YOUR OWN RISK. THERE IS NO LIFEGUARD ON DUTY – 

SWIM AT OUR OWN RISK. DIVING AND JUMPING INTO THE POOL IS NOT 

ALLOWED. TRESSPASSING IS NOT ALLOWED.  

2. A Key and ID is required to enter the pool. A pool monitor will verify a waiver has 

been signed before entering the pool area.   

3. Keep all gates completely closed at all times. Do NOT open the gates for anyone 

who arrives at the pool without a key or has not signed a waiver.  

4. Children under 18 years of age MUST be accompanied by an adult. 

5. Guests are NOT allowed this season. 

6. Animals are NOT allowed in the pool - per health code. 

7. Bakes, scooters, roller blades, and running in the pool are is NOT allowed.  

8. Proper swimwear is required. “Cut-offs” are NOT allowed. Babies/toddlers must 

wear swim diapers. 

9. Glass containers are NOT allowed. Alcohol is NOT allowed. Smoking is NOT 

allowed in the pool and parking lot.  

10.  Suntan lotion clogs pool filters, please use as minimally as possible. Suntan oil 

permanently stains the pool furniture, please refrain from using or please lay on a 

towel.  

11.  Persons with skin abrasions, blisters, cuts, skin diseases or communicable 

diseases shall NOT enter the pool.  

12.  Pool furniture is NOT allowed in the pool. Due to COVID-19, furniture will be 

minimally provided and spaced 6 feet apart. Do NOT move the furniture. 

13.  Keep safety equipment in its place – life rings and shepherd hooks may NOT be 

used as toys or floats at any time.  

14.  Vandalism in the pool area will not be tolerated – this includes, but is not limited 

to, damaging pool furniture, throwing rocks or stones into the pool, and stopping 

up plumbing. Vandals will be prosecuted. Report damage to the McKinney Police 

Department and also call Management.  

15.  Your account must be in good standing with the HOA to enter the pool area.
