he book of James is one of the hardest hitting in
the New Testament. He is a tell-it-like-it-is apostle,
warning the early Church not to show partiality to the
rich and powerful. This is always a danger, especially
in a Church that relies on donations. While gratitude
to donors is understandable and proper, it’s easy for
gratitude to become preference, partiality, and a different
moral standard. James warns the Church against this.

Jesus warns us, too. He talks about inviting the poor
to a party rather than those who can repay us. He tells us
that when we give, that the left hand not know what the
right is doing. He warns the rich that the path to heaven
is narrow.

Jesus’ call to salvation was for all, but his pastoral
focus was certainly with the poor. So he dedicated much
of his time reaching out to those who could give nothing
in return: the blind, deaf, lame, and
lepers. And his attention didn’t

stop at the materially poor but For
extended to sinners and those Rey%oﬂm
thought to be impure.

Pope Francis said he longed for a Church of
the poor, for the poor. It seems Jesus did, too.

Daily Prayer
This week's daily communion

with our Lord can be about the
mysteries of self-sacrifice and
healing. In the back of our minds
each day, we can have a desire
to take time out of our busy days
just as Jesus did, for prayer and
speaking to his Father. We can
be aware of the judgmental reli-
gious leaders of Jesus' time, who
ignored the beam of wood in
their own eyes to point out the
splinter in someone else's eye.
We can also ask for the vision to
see how we might be blind to our
own snap judgments of others.

If we begin each morning by
praying a desire, the rest will
follow for the day. “Good morn-
ing, Lord. Thank you for this
day. Help me today to bring to
you the parts of myself that need
your healing. Be with me as I
face the poverty, hunger or tears
of this day.” We can go into this
prayer, in more depth or detail
while we are in the shower or
getting dressed. If we let these
desires make their way into the
background of our day, we can
focus our consciousness no mat-

ter what we are doing.

Even in activities that require
“our full consciousness” and at-
tention, it is possible to shape
that consciousness in the context

of our desires. For example, I

might be in an important meeting, that doesn't allow me to day dream. But, I can walk into that meeting room saying in my heart, “Okay,

Lord, be with me here. While I'm so tempted to be seen as a 'success' here, heal all of that focus on myself and free me to do my best and to

be attentive to the needs of others. Let me focus on you and your desires for the greater good here.”

Especially when we are facing something that is quite difficult, requiring real self-sacrifice and genuine love, we can let our background con-

versation with the Lord release us from our “typical” response or behavior. “Lord, I'm so full of fear sometimes. I see you boldly heal the man

with the withered hand in front of the steely gaze of your critics. You healed because you knew it was the right and compassionate thing to

do. Help me to be more courageous in choosing the right thing in my life today.
