Meeting was called to order at 7:18 p.m.  By James.
Meeting minutes from the May 16, 2019 – Minutes were reviewed by the Board and a Motion to approve the minutes as presented was made by Maria, second by Carrie.  Motion Carries.

· Duplex Reserves - $3,321.66 – Amount adjusted to reflect the addition of $1,625.93 added to this figure based on end of year expenses for the Duplex area in 2018.

Old Business
1) Led Lights for Entrances

· Matrix Electric – Rescinded their proposal to bore under the road and bring power to the wing walls.

· Widur Corporation – Management to contact and obtain an updated proposal to reflect the fixtures, insurance, and GFCI outlets being added.

New Business

1) Special Amendment No. 4 – Section 7(a) – Minimum Building Lot Standards

The Board discussed an amendment introduced and approved by Lennar which allows for a reduction in stone elevation from 50% to 30% as long as the home utilizes fiber cement siding (hardie or equivalent).  This amendment was introduces by Lennar.

2) K&R Landscape

a) 2020 Mulch – All Areas $17,828  Motion by Marie to approve, subject to certification that the mulch would be free of jumping worms, 2nd by Brian.  Motion carries.  Later this was rescinded so the board could walk the property to confirm the need for this addition.
b) Indian Boundary Ct Repairs – Motion by Carrie to replace a crab tree that was damaged by a semi-trailer.  2nd by Marie.  Motion carries.

c) Springview Court Enhancements - $988 – Motion by Brian to improve the center island with tree rings, mulch and plant material, 2nd by Carrie.  Motion carries.
d) Duplex – Aeration $2,966 or Aeration/overseed  $5,591 – Marie, member of duplex committee, motioned to approve aeration only for the duplex area. 2nd by James.  Motion carries.
e) HOA – Aeration $4,360 or Aeration/overseed $6,960 – Motion to approve aeration of common areas with language changed to read ‘perform core aeration throughout the entrie HOA property (excluding designated duplex areas) by Carrie 2nd by Brian. Motion carres.  Later this was rescinded so the board could walk the property to confirm the need.
3) SavATree

a) 2020 Tree Care – Motion to table this item for specific number of trees to be included in a revised treatment proposal.
b) 2019 Tree Removals - $1,885 – Motion to table for an additional quote.
4) Rollins Aquatic – Pond/Fountains – 3 year – $7,265 Each – Motion to table this item.  Management to request presentation by Rollins at the next meeting and to specifically address the recommended bacteria treatment program.
5) 2020 Budget Discussion – the board discussed line items for the budget, no final determination was made.  There are 219 homes contributing and the Duplex area would need to be affirmed regarding contract costs.
