SAINTS/FEASTS OF THE WEEK  
Dec 23-St. John of Kanty-A Polish country lad, 
Priest and professor of theology, St. John of Kanty 
was a brilliant student at the University of Cracow.  
Falsely accused and ousted by university rivals, at 
age 41 he was assigned as parish priest at Olkusz, 
Bohemia. He took his position seriously, and was 
terrified of the responsibility, but did his best. For a 
long time that wasn’t enough for his parishioners, 
but in the end he won their hearts.  After several 
years in his parish, he returned to Cracow and 
taught Scripture the rest of his life. –catholicsaints.info 
Dec 26-St. Stephen-A deacon in the early Church 
at Jerusalem, he inflamed the enmity of members of 
the various surrounding synagogues by his Chris-
tian teachings, for which he was martyred.   
Dec 27-St. John, Apostle–One of the twelve 
Apostles of Jesus, St. John was one of the youngest 
of the twelve.  He and his brother James were in 
their fishing boat with their father and mending 
nets when Jesus called them.  They immediately left 
their boat and their father and followed Jesus. 
Dec 28-Holy Innocents-Patrons of choir boys 
and foundlings, the Holy Innocents were the first 
Christian Martyrs.  The massacre is in the nativity 
narrative of the Gospel of Matthew in which Herod  
orders the execution of all male children two years 
old and under in the vicinity of Bethlehem.

TRUST IN GOD 
 On this final Sunday of Advent our scriptures fo-
cus on the historical birth of Jesus, who is son of Da-
vid and Son of God, child and king, Jesus and Em-
manuel. 
 Isaiah the prophet begs Ahaz to ask for a sign, to 
allow God to offer him reassurance of the survival of 
the Davidic dynasty. The king hypocritically refuses to 
“tempt the LORD” in that way (Isaiah 7:12), but the 
prophet foretells the birth of a son, an heir to the 
throne, who will prove the Lord’s enduring protection 
of God’s chosen lineage on the throne of David. The 
child will be called Emmanuel. 
 Matthew’s reference to this history in his descrip-
tion of the birth of Jesus highlights the contrast be-
tween the faithless refusal of trust shown by Ahaz, 
and the complete trust in God shown by Mary and 
Joseph in bringing about the birth of Jesus Christ.
