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Proverbs 16:16 - How much better is it to get wisdom than gold! and to get 

understanding rather to be chosen than silver! 

 

Proverbs 4:7 - Wisdom is the principal thing; therefore get wisdom: and with all 

thy getting get understanding.   

 

Someone said that knowledge was the accumulation of facts, wisdom is knowing 

how to use those facts, and understanding is using wisdom in accordance with 

biblical principals.  There are two types of wisdom – that which from above, and 

that which earthly, sensual, and devilish (James 3:15-18). 

 

Job 28:28 - And unto man he said, Behold, the fear of the Lord, that is wisdom; 

and to depart from evil is understanding. 

 

The “Greeks” seek after wisdom, but most people today leave God out of the 

picture, professing themselves to be wise, but are actually fools in the sight of 

God.  It is foolish to live this short time on earth only seeking your own pleasure 

but never really finding it or only finding it temporarily.  Then, reaping what they 

sow in the flesh, people spend the last years of their lives in misery, and finally 

wind up burning in a lake of fire forever. 

 

Proverbs 15:24 - The way of life is above to the wise, that he may depart from 

hell beneath.  

 

The wise thing to do would be to commit the keeping of your soul to Jesus Christ, 

then after living for him on earth, spend eternity enjoying the pleasures of heaven. 

 

Psalm 16:11 - Thou wilt shew me the path of life: in thy presence is fulness of 

joy; at thy right hand there are pleasures for evermore. 
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Proverbs 16:25 - There is a way that seemeth right unto a man, but the end thereof are 

the ways of death.
