HILLTOP Thistles-Matt, HILLVIEW -Thistles, ELMCREST-Cut back brush, EDGETON-cut back brush after road traffic
decrease, 217"-thistles, FRUITWOOD-weeds (county help) also thistles, BIG LAKE ROAD-thistles, JAY AVE-thistles,
FLORENCE CIRCLE-brush, and TORAH-thistles.

Discussion was held, regarding renting a mower form Aaron Willenbring, no final decision made.

Graveling: Ralphs Excavating and Erv Herding will get that done, a list of the roads needing gravel was discussed and the.
information passed to them.

‘Travis Rasset was present to discuss a letter he had received, regarding his driveway on Elkview Circle, his current
driveway is too wide and needs to be made more narrow to meet township guidelines, discussion was held, Lee
Steckmann added to the discussion regarding this matter and the issues the driveway Is causing. Travis will get the
driveway to township specifications.

Matt Burg gave a report from the Chain of Lakes Fires District meeting, stating that half of the tickets for the pontoon
raffle have been sold, and that they need to upgrade a compressor.

‘The city of Paynesville sent a letter looking for donations for a pumper truck, discussion was held. It was decided that
the township will not donate, and keep the money for gravel.

Butch Gertken will look into getting a traffic counter to put on Edgeton Road along the intersections of 23, County Road
43, Highway 22 and 260" street. To determine if there is increased traffic because of the detour for Highway 23.
