Sunday Reflection - Thirty-first Sunday in Ordinary Time

Readings for next Sunday,

What is the purpose of God's law or commandments? The Pharisees prided November 7, 2021
themselves in the knowledge of the law and their ritual requirements. They 1 Kings 17:10-16
made it a life-time practice to study the 613 precepts of the Old Testament Hebrews 9:24-28
along with the numerous rabbinic commentaries. They tested Jesus to see if Mark 12:38-44

he correctly understood the law as they did. Jesus startled them with his

profound simplicity and mastery of the law of God and its purpose. What does God require of us? Simply
that we love as he loves! God is love and everything he does flows from his love for us. God loved us first
and our love for him is a response to his exceeding grace and kindness towards us. The love of God comes
first and the love of neighbor is firmly grounded in the love of God. The more we know of God's love and
truth the more we love what He loves and reject what is hateful and contrary to His will.

What makes our love for God and his commands grow in us? Faith in God and hope in his promises
strengthens us in the love of God. They are essential for a good relationship with God, for being united
with him. The more we know of God the more we love him and the more we love him the greater we
believe and hope in his promises. The Lord, through the gift of the Holy Spirit, gives us a new freedom to
love as he loves. Do we allow anything to keep us from the love of God and the joy of serving others with
a generous heart? Let us pray with St. Anselm: We love you, Oh! God; and we desire to love you more and
more. Grant to us that we may love you as much as we desire, and as much as we ought. Give us in our
hearts pure love, born of your love to us, that we may love others as you love us.

Saint of the Week ... St. Martin de Porres

St. Martin de Porres was born in Lima, Peru in 1579. He was the illegitimate son
to a Spanish gentlemen and a freed slave from Panama, of African or possibly
Native American descent. At a young age, Martin's father abandoned him, his
mother and his younger sister, leaving Martin to grow up in deep poverty.

When he was 12, his mother apprenticed him to a barber-surgeon. Martin learned
how to cut hair and also how to draw blood, care for wounds, and prepare and
administer medicines.

Feast Day: November 3

After a few years in this medical apostolate, Martin applied to the Dominicans to

be a "lay helper,” not feeling himself worthy to be a religious brother. After nine years, the example of his
prayer and penance, charity and humility, led the community to request him to make full religious
profession. Many of his nights were spent in prayer and penitential practices; his days were filled with
nursing the sick and caring for the poor. It was particularly impressive that he treated all people regardless
of their color, race, or status.

He was instrumental in founding an orphanage, took care of slaves brought from Africa, and managed the
daily alms of the priory with practicality, as well as generosity. He became the procurator for both priory
and city, whether it was a matter of "blankets, shirts, candles, candy, miracles or prayers!”

Side by side with his daily work in the kitchen, laundry, and infirmary, Martin’s life reflected God's
extraordinary gifts: ecstasies that lifted him into the air, light filling the room where he prayed, bi-location,
miraculous knowledge, instantaneous cures, and a remarkable rapport with animals.

St. Martin de Porres is the patron saint of people of mixed race, innkeepers, barbers, and public health
workers.
