FROM HWY. 26 - - EXIT onto HWY. 35 - -GOING TOWARDS HOOD RIVER - - JUST AFTER THE GUARDRAIL ON THE LEFT SIDE OF 

ROAD ENDS - - PULL OFF THE ROAD IN A WIDE SPOT ON RIGHT SIDE OF ROAD - - & LOOP BACK TOWARDS PORTLAND
