Malson: Bemry Levinson and | did stand-up [comedy] togather for four years, and another guy, Rudy Deluca joinsg
uE. Wa wrote and performed comady, and then we worked with Tim Comyay, John Byner and Alan King. That's how
| started. | was never really intsrastad in doing stand-up comady. Barry Lavinson and | were in the Oxford Thastrs to-
gather and Barny said, “WWhy don™t we dio a stand-up act?™ | had nevar even thought of it, but we put an act togsthar,
auditionad and startsd doing clubs. | met 5o many incredibis peopis during that time. Comedy helped me be betiar at
what | did. Thera &na 5o many axpariances and 50 Many paopds to drew on, and it's a wonderful place 1o ba.

Allison: It's not your first time playing Mary Stesnburgen’s husband. Do you have a comfortable rapport?

Hetson: Shes 50 much fun to work with, Shas got this wonderful gurkiness to her that is 5o beautiful. You also
nesd to stay on top of your game with her, as with all the actreesas in this fllm. 1"ve worked with Diane [Heaton], I've
worked with Jane [Fondal, | hads't met Candics [Bargen] until this fim, so that was naat.

Allison: Why the fourteen-year gap between the release of The Incredibles and ncredibles 27

Malson: | can tall you that [Incradibles writer and diractor] Brad Bird was buwsy with othar things. He wantad to do
some live action projects and then he mads Aatstoums right after The Incredibles.

Allison: In the first Incredibdes, your character siruggled a5 a civilian wanting to be a superhero again. Holly
Hunters character wanted a family ife. In Incredibles 2. she's a superhero and you're a stay at home dad.

Metzon: He fesls rejacted, like, “Why dont they want ma out thers?™ He takes & back seat and makss the sacrifics,
but has rasentment going on. Mow at home he gets to know his chiidren in a way that hs hesn't befons.

Allison: How do you get into character when you're voicing Mr. Incredibla?

halson: You prepars anead of tims especially vocaly because thers ans a lot of diffsrant rangss you have to gst to.
ItE a long and imoived process that's compisxly diffismant from regular acting.

Allison: What do your children and grandchildren think of you playing Mr. Incredibe?

Matsion: They still don't balieve it laughs). | heve 1o do linss from the fim, 2o thay can haar me 4o the voics, snd
then it's. “Oh yesh, thats him.” My cider son was visiting, and somecns overhasrd me talking o him, turmsd and
said, "My Godl Are you Mr Incredibla?l” Pecple recognize the voics and ook at you with distsssf. Since 2004, when
the original movie came cut. they devsloped a range of diffarent processss that heve gone into this movie, Inciuding
its color enfichment. For me, &n exciting thing about the second movie is the charactsr Jack Jack, thea Daby comes
alive and it's a famdy desl. Both Book Cilub and Incredibdes 2 are teno moviss P'm prowd o let my family watch. B
