SAINTS/FEASTS OF THE WEEK  
June 19-St. Romuald-Founder of the Camal-
dolese Benedictines, St. Romuald was influential in 
reforming monastic life in the 11th century.  Born of 
a noble family, he spent his early years in service of 
the world, until he witnessed his father kill a family 
member in a duel.  He then entered a monastery in 
an attempt to atone for the killing. 
June 21-St. Aloysius Gonzaga–An Italian aris-
tocrat, St. Aloysius Gonzaga left his powerful family 
to become a Jesuit priest.  He would eventually die 
at a young age of the plague after caring for others 
who had been afflicted. 
June 22-St. Paulinus of Nola-Born to a wealthy 
Roman family, St. Paulinus was a Roman poet, writ-
er and senator who became the correspondent and 
friend of Saints Augustine, Jerome, Gregory the 
Great and others.   St. Paulinus gave up his life in 
politics to become a monk. 
-Sts. John Fisher and Thomas More-It is fit-
ting that these two men share a feast day, because 
they were both Englishmen martyred within two 
weeks of each other, for the same cause (religious 
freedom), on the same occasion (defending the 
sanctity of marriage and Papal authority against 
State usurpation), and at the hands of the same 
man (King Henry VIII). Through the centuries they 
stand together as models and heroes of religious 
freedom against encroaching government power.-

THIS IS THE HOLY TRINITY 
     Today we celebrate the Holy Trinity, one of the most 
confounding mysteries of our faith. Through this mys-
tery we experience our relationship to God: Creator, 
Savior, and Holy Spirit. This relationship is not easy to 
understand or to describe. It does not become clearer 
through analysis. Its complexity mirrors the complexity 
of all our relationships. We understand our relation-
ships with our spouses, our children, our parents, and 
our friends only through daily give-and-take, annual 
rituals, and the life-changing moments we share. We 
understand our relationships only as we live them. The 
relationships we have with those we love, and who love 
us, sustain us through an uncertain and difficult life. 
This is the Holy Trinity. 
     What is striking about today’s readings is that each is 
incomplete. What they do offer is a description of a mo-
ment in our relationship, a memory of a time and an 
event when our relationship made sense even though 
that sense may be beyond our ability to describe fully. 
Often that is all that our faith offers, that is, a memory 
of what is possible, what is promised, what has been 
given. A memory of eternity, of love beyond under-
standing is to be cherished and nurtured even if not ful-
ly understood.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
     Today’s feast, extending a dimension of Easter joy 
into Ordinary Time, reminds us that every aspect of 
worship centers on the mystery of God in three per-
sons. At baptism, we are initiated into Christ and the 
Spirit. The Creed we recite at Mass every Sunday has 
its roots in the ancient celebration of baptism, when 
a new believer was questioned at the edge of the wa-
ters of the font with three questions: Do you believe 
in God, the Father, the Son, the Holy Spirit? Three 
questions, three affirmations, three immersions into 
the saving waters. Because every liturgy abounds 
with references to the Trinity, not only in words but 
in blessings by the sign of the cross, this feast was 
not easily accepted into the calendar. Pope Alexan-
der in the eleventh century remarked that the liturgy 
is so laden with praise of the Trinity that there was 
no need for a special feast. Two hundred years later, 
while in exile in France, Pope John XXII proclaimed 
the feast, but it was not until 1911 that Pope St. Pius 
X gave it status as a solemnity. 
     A favorite image in art for today is the Icon of the 
Trinity, showing three glorious winged men seated 
at a table laden with bread and a cup of wine. It re-
calls Abraham’s hospitality to angels and gives ex-
pression to the inner life of God, a life lived in rela-
tionship, a life poured out in abundance whenever 
Christians gather at the table of the Eucharist to give 
praise to the Father, in Christ, in the embrace of the 
Spirit.—James Field, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.
