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Daily Schedule

School opens. Children gather in the Multi-Purpose room for play. Breakfast of cereal,
milk, fruit or juice is available until 7:45 am.

Children go outside to play, weather permitting.

Gate Time- drop off for morning class. Children arriving join the others on the
playground for play and socialization.

Class starts. During class, there are two large group times, at 8:45 and 11. Large group
time is for sharing news, singing songs, playing games, have movement activities, learn
about and discuss chosen topics, have group lessons and share student’s work, along
with other learning activities. After the first line, children “go to work,” choosing from a
variety of learning activities. The teacher gives individual and small group lessons and
staff members guide the children through the Montessori learning environment. A
nutritious snack is served during class.

Gate Time- for children going home after morning preschool or arriving for lunchtime.

Lunch prepared at the school is served. Menus are emailed monthly. We serve a
protein, vegetable, fruit, grain and milk. If your child has special needs, please talk with
the Director.

Outdoor playtime- sandbox, swings, basketball, slides, balance beam, socialization

Children get ready for nap and rest time. Children who nap sleep from 1:00 to 3:00.
Children who rest, rest for 30 minutes and then have an afternoon class.

Gate Time- pick up and drop off for children going home after lunch or arriving for
afternoon preschool or kindergarten.

Afternoon preschool and kindergarten classes begin. Afternoon classes follow the same
routine as morning classes.

All children go outside to play.

Gate Time- Pick up time for children going home from Afternoon Preschool or the
Extended Day program.

Children staying for childcare come inside and are divided into Classroom One and Two
for activities and play. At 5:15, all children go into the Multi-Purpose room for snack and
more activities and play.

Extra-curricular activities such as art, music, dance, Spanish and soccer skills are held in
the morning from 8:15 to 8:45 am or in the afternoon from 3:30 to 4:00pm. Children are
enrolled in these classes by their parents and an additional fee is paid directly to the
individual instructor. Information on these classes can be found in the front lobby.
Children who attend these classes will miss the corresponding playground time for that
day.
