Resident Laura Tirey 3336 Harvard Pl. has complaints of resident at 3330 Harvard Pl. pumping raw sewage into the storm water drain ditches.  Obviously creating a health issue.  Inspector Blaylock has been made aware and has spoken to Wayne Brendal and will follow up.  It was suggested that Mrs.Tirely contact local police and IEPA.
