The purpose of these rules are to establish guidelines for parents.  The club realizes that the intent of 99% of the parents is positive and pro-daughter/player.  It has become evident over the years that some high school and middle school volleyball events are ruined by insensitive and disrespectful individuals who choose to embarrass themselves, their daughters, and all others around them during or after volleyball matches.  These actions are usually directed toward coaches, officials, or players.  Atomic! VBC WILL NOT TOLERATE THIS TYPE OF ACTION.  The only warning offered by the club is this document.  The consequence is suspension or expulsion from the club.

Guidelines:  Read very carefully before signing.

1. All parents will conduct themselves in a positive fashion during all practices and competitions, which they choose to attend.  All references to their daughter or other players must be positive whether verbal or non-verbal.  Parents who cannot follow these rules are asked to stay out of the gym during all practices and competitions.

2. No parent is to coach or attempt to coach their daughter or any other player during any club practice or competition.  If you distract your daughter’s attention from the practice instruction or competition she will be asked to sit with you for the remainder of the event.

3. Parents are not to set up any equipment or aid in preparing the gym for the start of any practice session.  These tasks are to be completed by the players following specific instructions from their coach.

4. Parents may not be next to or behind the players’ bench unless there are designated spectator bleachers.

5. Parents are not allowed to discuss player/team performance topics before, during or after any practice or competition with the coach.  Furthermore these types of discussions should not take place with club parents about their child or other players.  If there are questions then the player must make arrangements to meet and discuss these issues with their respective coach.  The parent may contact the Coach Yack with further questions after their daughter has discussed the issue with her coach. Coach Yack  will contact the coach if necessary to discuss the situation.  Playing time (amount of) is a non-discussible topic with regards to all team players.  No player on a travel team is guaranteed any specific amount of playing time. It may not be equal to every player on the team.

6. During all competitions the ruling of the officials is final.  Any negative comments or verbal out-bursts by parents will not be tolerated by Atomic! VBC.  In the event this occurs your daughter will be sent home immediately.  If reported to the club at a later date your daughter will be suspended for a period not less than three days.  Your actions during any club event reflect Atomic! VBC.  As a parent in this program you have two choices: Be a positive supportive fan both in victory or defeat OR do not attend any of our events.

7. Club fees will be according to the club payment plan.  Unpaid fees will result in players being placed on inactive status.  No participation in any club activity will take place until fees are paid. 

8. Drugs and Alcohol:  Any player in Atomic! VBC who is caught with any form of drug or alcohol before, during, or after any club event will be removed from the program immediately.  The regular club disciplinary policy is not followed.  No warning, fees are forfeited – YOU’RE FINISHED.  Atomic! VBC has a zero tolerance policy.  If a parent is guilty of contributing to a minor then their entire family (including younger/older sisters who are club members) will be removed from the program.

Note:  For reference purposes this document is to be copied and kept by each family.  Parents and daughter must sign the original copy and return to their coach prior to any participation in Atomic! VBC.  By signing you acknowledge that you have read and understand these guidelines.
