Sacraments  
Holy Communion  

(CIC 919) - Canon law states, ñOne who is to receive the most Holy Eucharist 

is to abstain from any food or drink, with the exception only of water and 

medicine, for at least the period of one hour before Holy Communionò. The 

elderly, the sick and their caregivers are excused from this obligation.  

Chewing gum breaks the Eucharistic fast and should not be used an hour be-

fore Mass and should never be used in Church. Also, one should Never receive 

Holy Communion with chewing gum in oneôs mouth and neither food nor 

drink should be brought into the Church.  

Baptism  

The Diocese of Little Rock requires that any child age 7 and over must com-

plete RCIA prior to receiving sacraments. 

Baptism will be announced a week before the actual date of baptism to give 

sufficient notice for those wishing to participate. 

Matrimony  

Please contact the Parish Office to schedule an appointment with the Pastor or 

Deacon Ricardo at least six months prior to the proposed wedding date. Church 

law, as well as Diocesan and Parish Policy, require that certain guidelines be 

met before a wedding may be scheduled.   
Christian Burial  

Please call the Parish office before making funeral arrangements to confirm the 

availability of the Church and a Priest if a funeral Mass is to be celebrated.  

Anointing of the Sick 

Please contact or have someone contact the Parish office if you are hospitalized 

or seriously ill. Due to privacy laws hospitals do not notify churches when pa-

tients are admitted. Catholics are encouraged to seek the Sacrament in advance 

of scheduling surgery.  

First Communion, First Reconciliation,  

and Confirmation
