OUR POLICY

Clarbeston Road AFC aims to promote health and safety, so far as reasonably practicable, by ensuring:

· the provision and maintenance of safe equipment 

· the provision of relevant information to players, coaches, parents/guardians, contractors and any related third parties, including instruction, training and supervision, as is necessary to ensure health and safety

· maintenance of safe environments, including means of access in a condition that is safe and without risk to health

· progressive identification and assessment of risks, taking measures to eliminate or control them

· compliance with statutory regulations on health and safety and welfare

· personnel are given appropriate training to identify and control potentially hazardous situations/environments

· effective measures are in place to deal with emergencies.

· where appropriate, club volunteers are provided with specific training to safeguard children, young people and vulnerable adults 

This list is not exhaustive and represents general principles followed by Clarbeston Road AFC in respect of health and safety.

FIRST AID 
All coaches are to be provided with the FAW Emergency First Aid training and refresher training at appropriate intervals. Records of such training are to be maintained by the Club Accreditation Officer. 

RISK ASSESSMENT PROCEDURES
Risk Assessments will be undertaken and reviewed by the trustees at suitable intervals to ensure that suitable and sufficient control measures are in place to reduce identified risks to acceptable levels. Any required additional control measures will be implemented, as practicable and cost effective. In the event that these control measures cannot be reasonably implemented, then the task or activity to which they apply will be modified or discontinued to remove the risk. 
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
