With the Superdog there is no timed power limitation 
 
Reduced “Flex” Power takeoffs are possible with the 
Superdog allowing owners a better noise foot print,

Additionally, the Superdog has a modern oil cooler with 
increased cooling capacity and a modern, lightweight
