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Regular Meeting                                          
Nameoki Town Trustees

JANUARY 13, 2020
Supervisor Randy Presswood called the regular meeting of the Town Trustees to order. He then led the assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.  Supervisor Presswood asked Town Clerk Edwards, to record the roll call.  Present other than Supervisor Presswood was Trustee Abel, Trustee Nemsky, Trustee Morris, and Trustee Vincent.  A motion was made by Trustee Abel, second by Trustee Nemsky, to dispense with the reading of the minutes of the previous regular meeting, since each Trustee had a copy and approved them as printed.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  
COMMUNICATIONS:

BILLS:
A motion was made by Trustee Morris second by Trustee Vincent to pay the bills.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  Trustee Abel, then made a motion second by Trustee Nemsky to approve the payroll.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
TREASURER’S REPORT: 
Trustee Morris read the Treasurers Report dated January 13, 2020. A motion was made by Trustee Morris, second by Trustee Abel to approve the report as read.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
None.
OLD BUSINESS:

Supervisor Presswood stated the work on Courtney Road is approximately ½ completed.  He said that the highway department has agreed to finish the remaining concrete work, but due to the weather will not begin until early spring.
NEW BUSINESS:
Supervisor Presswood read his letter of resignation as Township Supervisor, effective immediately.  A motion was made by Trustee Abel, second by Trustee Nemsky to accept the resignation of Supervisor Presswood.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  
Township Attorney Donohoo then advised the board they had 3 options.

1. Appoint an interim Supervisor until the next meeting, but that person will have no check signing power.

2. Appoint someone to complete the current term with all supervisor powers.

3. Do not accept the letter of resignation.

A motion was made by Trustee Morris, second by Trustee Nemsky to appoint Susan Presswood to serve as supervisor for the remainder of the current term.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
Township Attorney Donohoo informed the board that a new law was recently instituted in the State.  
Equitable Restrooms Act (410 ILCS 35/1) It states that a “Place of Public Accommodation” that has “single-occupancy restrooms” shall be identified as all-gender and designated for use by no more than one person at a time or for family or assisted use. Each single-occupancy restroom shall be outfitted with exterior signage that marks the single-occupancy restroom as a restroom and does not indicate any specific gender.

TOWN OFFICIALS COMMENTS:

PUBLIC INPUT:

Resident Jerry Fuller 1629 Wilson complained of the condition of the roadway.  Standing water, cars parked on north side sink 4-5 inches in mud.  Difficult to pull into driveway due to the severe dip.  Other residents along Wilson also stated that due to severe dip and mud along the curb cars are partly parking in yards, damaging lawns.  Supervisor x Presswood explained issues if road was to be raised again.  He did say that a permanent long-term fix just really isn’t in the highway department budget.  Highway Commissioner Luehmann stated that years of overlaying asphalt has covered the curbs which has now created drainage issues.  Highway Commissioner Luehmann and Foreman McKechan will visit the area tomorrow (January 14) to inspect and speak with homeowners.  Laying rock is only a temporary fix
