To say a lot has been happening in the world since our last newsletter would be an understatement. The divisions within the United States and the United Methodist church have only gotten wider. If you listen to any news, it is obvious that there are forces at work intent on dividing us even further with no end in sight of this pitting of one group against another. During the past month I have been asked, “How did we get here, where things are so crazy, and everyone is so mad?”

I find the answer to that question in the scriptures, in 1 Corinthians 1:19 Paul writes, for it is written: “I will destroy the wisdom of the wise; the intelligence of the intelligent I will frustrate.” Paul is referring to Isaiah 29:14 but I like to refer to Isaiah 29:13-14, The Lord says: “These people come near to me with their mouth and honor me with their lips, but their hearts are far from me. Their worship of me is based on merely human rules they have been taught. Therefore, once more I will astound these people with wonder upon wonder; the wisdom of the wise will perish, the intelligence of the intelligent will vanish.”  Another scripture relevant to our question, “How did we get here, where things are so crazy, and everyone is so mad?” is Isaiah 5:20-21, “Woe to those who call evil good and good evil, who put darkness for light and light for darkness, who put bitter for sweet and sweet for bitter. Woe to those who are wise in their own eyes and clever in their own sight.

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These are not comforting scriptures I know but they do reaffirm that scripture will be fulfilled, God’s word can be trusted. We are seeing the fulfillment of these scriptures before our very eyes. So, what scriptures offer us some hope currently, why the very words of Christ and the Apostles. Jesus says in Luke 21:33, “Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will never pass away.” Now that’s comforting because that means when Jesus says in John 10-27-30, “27 My sheep listen to my voice; I know them, and they follow me. 28 I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; no one will snatch them out of my hand. 29 My Father, who has given them to me, is greater than all no one can snatch them out of my Father’s hand. 30 I and the Father are one.”  Now that’s comforting isn’t it that because of our belief in Jesus, Jesus holds us in his hand and nothing happening in the world today can take us away from Jesus. Another comforting scripture is John 1:12-13, “Yet to all who did receive him, to those who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God— children born not of natural descent, nor of human decision or a husband’s will, but born of God.” Our belief in Jesus makes us children of God not because of who we are or anything the world has done but simply because we believe in Jesus, God see’s us as brothers and sisters with Jesus. In Mark 3:33-35, “Who are my mother and my brothers?” he asked. Then he looked at those seated in a circle around him and said, “Here are my mother and my brothers! Whoever does God’s will is my brother and sister and mother.”
So even during these turbulent times there is comfort to be found in the scriptures, as God lets those who are wise in their own sight make a mess of things for those of us who believe in the Jesus Christ revealed in the scriptures there is nothing to fear.
