This is an involved . . .long story, but I felt I needed to share it with you. I recently sold my old Winne
and bought a '95 Chev P-up (350 and 4-speed Auto.) The whole plan was to buy a enclosed trailer that
we could sleep in, in a pinch but mainly haul the bikes in safety.

It needed to haul two bikes, be tall enough I didn't hit my head every time I got in it (I'm 6'3") and|
|pull easy. My first investment was a Play-Mor cargo trailer in a 6 X 10' configuration with 6' sidewalls
which equates to a 6'5" roof line. It lasted a day. Simply couldn't pull it! The front was square which
caught all the wind and put the motor in my new P-up under serious strain.

After taking it back, and realizing I couldn't afford a High Point, I went to "Classic Trailers" in
lfpringﬁeld. They offered various cargo trailers in an assortment of colors (yawn . . .I had heard this

before,) and they did have a rolled front to let off wind . . .but! They also offered a custom "V"
shaped nose that promised to let the wind get by. We ended up with a 6' X 10", with a 5' "V" in the
ront.
